ant territory. But after careful consid­
eration we find that it is not at all op­
portune for us to do so now. And the 
reason is obvious; for as China is newly 
defeated and is saddled with the -burden 
of an unprecedented indemnity, it is not 
within her power to raise sufficient 
funds to organize and maintain a strong 
army in Manchuria ts defend it. But 
unless Manchuria is strongly garrisoned, 
it is impossible to prevent the foreign 
powers from casting a greedy eye on 
that province. It is for this reason that 
Russia insists ou keeping this important 
territory under her control until China 
is strong enough to take k back. If we 
disregard the welfare of China and eva­
cuate Manchuria at the present moment,
I am sure that no sooner have our troops 
left the place than those of someone or 
other of the foreign powers will'step in 
and make a permanent occupation. This 
statement, I hope, will be a sufficient ex­
planation why we refuse to give up Man- 
cnuna now.

Slr,—With your permission I would like 
to direct the attention of the school trus­
tees in general and Supt. Eaton in partic­
ular, jto the annoying fads many of the 
teachers have of making pupils discard 
books after being used a few weeks. When 
objection is taken by parents the only sat­
isfaction that is forthcoming Is a petulant 
toss of the head and a sneer. “Oh, it only 
means a few cents.” Why cannot the same 
set of books be made to serve through sev­
eral classes? There was a time in our city 
public schools that the same books were 
used throughout the entire school; for in­
stance, those on geography, grammar and 
arithmetic, and the pupils as they advanc­
ed,, were carried further and further 
through the same set of books, until, in the 
senior class, the entire book was supposed 
to be of use. At present each teacher seems 
to have a fad for some particular author, 
and the consequence is the unnecessary 
multiplication of books. Thoughtful tax­
payers believe in ample allowance for edu­
cational purposes, and are only too glad 
that worthy members of the teaching staff 
should receive salaries commensurate with 
their taletits, but this nonsensical changing 
of books Is a sore point with very many of 
the long suffering class above referred to. 
And it is not only text books, but the hun­
dred and one scribblers, drawing books, ex­
ercise books, “social forms,” (etc. etc., ad 
infinitum) are constantly thrown 
before a quarter of them are used: 
eequently the plea that it is “the depart­
ment,” won’t hold water. Now that the 
salaries of the staff are being raised, can­
not Mr. Eaton, by simplifying the present 
system of waste of books, secure for those 
who pay the piper, a slight concession and 
a saving In the direction named.

At the trial the jiiry found that 
the cause of the injury was occasioned 
by the non-continuance of the gqide 
rails, which, in the opinion of the jury, 
caused the safety clutches to fail in their 
action, and therefore allowed the cage 
to fall. The jury also found that the 
plaintiff was entitled to $3,000 dam­
ages. The Chief Justice did not see fit 
to enter judgment on the findings of the 
jury, hut left the parties to tnove the 
Full court. Both parties moved the 
* id court for judgment and the motions 
were argued at Vancouver .in November 
last and their Lordships found that the 
Full court is an appellate court, and has 
no jurisdiction, to hear a motion on the 
findings of a jury referred to it by a 
trial judge. The case was then re­
ferred back to the Chief Justice, who 
dismissed the ■ plaintiff’s action with 
costs. From this judgment the plaintiff

Offer For Shares Debated in tlhe Unit­
ed States House. _

Washington, D. C., Jan. 7.—The de­
bate ou tlhe Nicaragua bill in the House 
was opened today bj General Hepburn, 
chairman of the Inter-State and Foreign 
Commerce committee, which reported 
the bill. For two hours he held the floor 
replying to a volley of questions concern­
ing the recent offer of the Panama Canal 
company to sell its property and fran­
chises to the United States for $40,000.- 
OQO. The interest in the debate cen­
tred almost entirely in this new phase 
of the subject. Mr. Hepburn maintain­
ed that the alleged offer of the Panama 
Canal company was part of the plan 
of delay. All his rftterances along that 
line are applauded. He pointed ont 
what he claimed was the suspicions cir­
cumstances that the Panama company 
held out for $166.000,000 until it was 
dwidedjietore the holiday recess to con­
sider the Nicaragua bill, and then sud­
denly dropped the price to $40,000,000. 
Mr. Morris, (Minn.) gave "notice thnt 
at the proper time he would offer an 
amendment to authorize the President, 
if he could tn procure the property aud 
right of the Panama1 comnanv for *40.- 
000.000 if concessions could be procured 
from Colombie, and if tbe Walker com­
mission so recommended to purchase and 
proceed to complete the Panama canal.
