'shore, where bonfires were lighted as signals
-of distress. Hundreds of half naked men
and women, wild with terror and grief, ran
‘among the ruins with torokes during the
night searching for their friends,

Marini, an Italisn who keeps a
drug store and practices medicine. Last
October he was one of the eleven who
were prosecuted for practicing medicine
without a liccnse.

EPXAMINATION OF O'DONNELL A2

Loxpoxn, July 81,— O'Donnell, who shot
Carey, the informer, was accompanied from
Fngland by his wife, who appeared on inti-
mate terms with the Crey family during the
voyaze,

The Times pronounces the death of Carey
& public misfortune, It says he had
bzen the instrument of justice, and his
maurder is calculated to encourage daring
and lawless spirits to acts of violence, The
joy caused in Ivelaud by the informer’s
death is & yroof that many elements of
dangers will exist there, ‘

Third-class§ berths  on-the steamer Kin-
fauns Castle were secured on June
30, at the Dublin office for Port
Eligabetb, for a Mr, Power and seven child-
ren, which it is well known was the exact

number of James Carey’s family, On July
2, O'Donnell secured a passage for himself
and wife on the steamer. Carey died with-
out -puking. O'Donnell is an Irish-Amer.
ican, He denies that he knew who Carey
was previous to their a¥ri¥al at Cape Town,

It is reported that an infernsl machine
was found in 0’'Donnell’s possession.

A correspondent at Cape Town says
O’Donnell only took passage for Cape Town,
but learning that Carey was a fnmw pas-
senger he continued his jotirtiey and shot
him when the steamer was close to Algoa
bay in the presence of the informer’s lumﬂ .
O'Donnell is calm and is strongly guarded,
ay it is rumored an atte, twﬂl{n made to
rescue him, A fund to defend him is being
collected,

A iunior prevailed in Nationalist circles
in London ott Sunday night that Carey had
beeh shot. An item stating the fact was
tendered the news agency at midnight but
refused, as no authority was given, It has
been ascertained that a telegram was re-
oeived at Paris from Brindisi, reading
‘‘James Carey has been shot, thank Goud.”
As the steamer Melroee did not reach Port
Elizabeth until Mondny, the statement was
based on a surmise that the statement that
it was pre-arranged to kill Carey on the
last Sunday in July was trne, It is
rumored O'Donnell is a relative of Brady,
the Phwnix park murderer, and that the
vigilants are cognizant of the abode of
Peter Carey, :

DusLiy, July 81.—A mob entered houses
on Abbey street to-night and seized bedd-
ing, furniture, and other articles to make
bonfires to cclebrate the death of Carey.
ifigies of Carey were burned and mock
funerals held in various towss,

Eight enormous bonfires were built
around Carey’s residece. There were
vumerous fires throughout the city. Bands
marched through the streets playing na-
tional airs, followed by crowds cheering, A
slight collision occurred between the crowd
and  the police.  The i fear the
Fenians will be much emboldened by these
demonstrations,

Care Toww, July 81,—O'Donnell was
examined before the Port Elizabeth magis-
trate to-day, charged with murdering Carey,
According to the evidence, Cuarey and
O'Donnell were drinking just before the
murder, When the steamer was half way
between Table bay and Algoa bay O’'Don-
nell suddenly shot Carey in the neck.
Carey  staggered  away, O'Donpell
followed and shot him twice in the back.
Carey died in 20 minutes. O'Donnell says
he was a Californian digger and lost largely
in a silver mine, }4‘: was unaware of
Carey’s identity untilthe saw it stated in 8
Cape Town paper who Power was, He
then determined to kill him. O’Donnell
was accompanied by a young woman, whom
he called his neice. He is six feet high,
has grey eyes, dark hair, is 45 years of age,
and paralyzed in one hand, It is suppose
fhe nfernal machine he brought with him
is an ordinary galvanic battery,

Mrs, Carey deposed that after the murder
sheacked O'Domnell, “‘Did you shoot my
husband ?  Ha replied, “I was sent to do
1t.”  Carey’s identity was suspected by the
steward and another of the crew. His de-
meanor ofi the steamer was imprudent. He
provoked a row at Capetown by abusing
the English, :

Before quitting England Carey bought a
revolver, which Ee persisted in displaying,
