In'attributing the ‘miracles of
Jesus Christ; who was God’s special
messenger %o earth o reveal ‘the living
truth, to Beelzebub, the prince of the
devils, the Pharisess had committed the
unpardonable sin, They permanently and
malignantly rejected and d d Jesus
Christ because he taught the truth of God.
In our times this sin was committed more
frequently than we had any idea of. The
preacher laid great strees on the word
¢ permanently,” ‘Any man or woman who
in their earlier years thought that they
had committed She sin, but who were
s.rely perplexed over the supposed commise
sion, had neverbeen guilty of the
offence, It was only those who perristed

‘|in defaming ' ageinst the person of the

Holy Ghost, and who persisted in refusing
to mccept the truth as revealed through
the Sonm of God, that were guilty, ¥or
such there ‘was no' forgiveness. They
would be shut out forever from God's
meroy,  The olergyman citsd Voltaire and
Ingereoll as exnmples.. “Notwithstanding
oll the stories about the deathbed of Vol-
taire,” he said, *I believe that he passed
away with a hatred of the Holy Ghost
in bis soul. Ingersoll persisted in refusing
to ‘acknowledge the supremeness of the
person of God, .Bythis persistent course
both he and Voltaire had closed the only
door left open te them to enter into salva~
tion. They were no better than the
Pharisees of old, wbo attributed the
miracles of ‘Jesus Cbrist to the devil,
They, and many other: agnostics and infi-
dels, bad conimitted the sin and were for~
ever lost.”
