which is 320 yards deep, one of the largest 
and best worked in the district. It was 
yielding a thousand tons of steam coal 
daily. Tho machinery for winding, pump

The colliery explosion damaged the 

winding gear, destroying tho only means 
of communication with tho men in the 
pit. As soon as the gearing could be re­
pared, working parties wero sent down, 
and 82 men and boys, who had been work­
ing within a few hundred yards of the 
shaft, were rescued ; but it became evident, 
as attempts were made to advance into the> 
workings, that little hope could be enter­
tained of life surviving. About 4C0 yards 
from the bottom of the shaft are the 
stables, and bore 14 horses wero found 
dead. Beyond this point! explorers could 
not go on account of the choke-damp. Vo­
lunteer explorers succeeded ip bringing 
out ten or twelve men very much burnt 
and also seven dead bodies, but it is fear­
ed no others can be got for the present, in 
consequence of the fire extending, and 
there remains no reasonable hope that any 
fiirther lives can be saved.

rh the luxuries of life. So far as 
i stay afforded me intercourse 

with b* citizens, I formed a high opinion 
of theu^Tfloral and religious instincts. 
Here the best watches which tho markets 
of the world supply are manufactured, ex­
cept possibly London may supply as good.
1 understand that the number of two thou­
sand watches per week are turned out of 
the various manufactories of this city. 
Other articles of fancy and use, in gold 
are also largely manufactured hero, 
suspected I could discover the traces of the 
religious example and teachings of those 

^tern old religionists, Calvin, Melancthen, 
mïd others in the habits and conversation 
of some of the citizens I met with. In 
my visit to the Cathedral I was shewn the 
pulpit from which Calvin preached, and 
the chair in which ho used to sit. Altoge­
ther I was so much pleased with Geneva, 
its situation, its people, its princely Hotel 
Mctropolijand its genial atmosphere, that 
I entered the train en route for this city 
with some regret that I could not prolong 
my visit.

We left Geneva about eight o'clock yes­
terday morning, our route being along the 
Rhone valley, (more properly n gorge be­
tween precipitious mountains) for forty 
miles, and then passed up the Savoy val­
ley to Culoz. At this point we shifted 
our course and moved more directly toward 
tho Alpine Hillocks, through and under 
which wc had to pass into Italy by the 
wonderful Cenis Tunnel, which is simply 
à dark passage under Mount Cenis, seven 
miles long,and requiring oar train twenty- 
four minutes by the watçh. to run through 
to daylight on the other side We had got 
partially used to being whisked through 
dark tunnels, quarried under mountains, 
before we had to face the “ Cenis,” as the 
total we had to pass through on this day’s 
route, before we cleared tho Alps, reached 
tho round number of fifty-four.

On my route through this Alpine region, 
as we shot out into daylight from under 
the mountain peaks, we saw many new 
editions of Swiss mountain scenery, and of 
hard peasant life. Where grapes could 
not be cultivated owing to tho altitude of 
the mountain sides, rye grain/ was the 
staple crop. And it was not uncommon to 

places where the hardy peasants had 
terraced the steep mountain sides from the 
base upward nearly to the enow line, to 
form levels on which to sow and raise rye 
grain for their subsistence. Of course 
spade culture, in such places, is the only 
means to prepare the ground for crops. 
The evidence #of unmixed hardship and 
toil which meet the eye of the tourist on 
his route through this alpine region will 
deeply stir the kindly sympathies of all 
who view them.

When We had gotfairly clear of the Alps, 
we found ourselves skimming over the fer­
tile plains of Lombardy, which are said to 
he the most fertile and largely productive 
portions of Italy. Along our route to this 
city I noticed that Indian corn was the 
staple crop in field culture. On this route 
I saw the best farming I had yet seen on 
the continent. The ploughing was per­
fection as to straightness of furrow. I no­
ticed many places where the furrow on 
wheat lands, and the corn rows ran as 
much as forty rods and just as directly 
straight as a line could be drawn, 
corn appeared for size of stock and variety, 
just like our own at home. In thisjxmte 
also are seen the mulberry trees inz large 
quantity. I am informed that silk worm 
husbandry is extensively prosecuted in this 
part of Italy ; forming a great source of 
profit to Ù*e husbandman, and a source of 
wealth ano\ progress to the citizens of

— A correspondent at Madrie gives 

a graphic account of a frightful storm 
that has been raging in that part. A fu­
rious combination of rain, hail, and wind 
broke over the capital on the 14th inst 
and spread havoc through several pror 
vinces. At the same time the gale blew 
on the coast of Portugal with special vio­
lence near Lisbon and the Bay of Biscay. 
Great damage was the result. Several 
shipwrecks are already reported. The 
hail was particularly destructive in 
vineyards. The storm will cause much 
suffering.

--In a Carolina forest of a thousat*d 
acres you can scarcely find a tree that 
is dead and crumbling to decay. No 
fire has swept over it, no lightning 
scathed those naked, bleaching pines. 
This ruin was wrought- by a little in­
sect’s larvae, no larger than grains of 
rice.

Ottawa, Sept. 14.—The rain of the past 
few days h^s caused great damage. All 
the railways running into Hamilton had 
tracks washed out by freshets. The tele­
graph lines are down in all directions. 
West of Toronto railway traffic is suspend­
ed, and there is general inconvenience. 
Since the rain stopped the weather has 
turned cold.

Reports of the storm show great damage 
and loss of life. The water at Port Dal- 
housie is running on the top of lock, level 
with embankment above lock and with 
dam at new lock. Great fears arc enter­
tained that it will break through both em­
bankment and dam. No vessels have been 
locked through since yesterday. The har­
bor is full of them. If the water overflows 
embankment it will cause great damage to 
all vessels. Wind south-west and blowing 
a gale, with water still rising.

Storm raging at Brampton. It com­
menced raining on Tuesday evening and 
lasted until last night, when it increased 
to a heavy rain fall, which kept on till 
noon to-day, causing tho worst flood ever 
known, the water being a foot deep in most 
of the stores on Main street. Teams were 
dispatched about four miles distant for 
boats with which to rescue families living 
in the lower part of the town. The cries 
of women and childien in some of the 
tenements were pitiful to hear while wait­
ing for help. All are now safe.

It is impossible to estimate the damage 
done.

Trains are interrupted on all the railways 
west. Several deaths by running off tracks 
are reported ; also by drowning.

REMAINS OF A BRITISH 
SOLDIER. BENT STUFF1

COMPRISING :The Eastport Sentinel has the follow­
ing : A box containing human bones 
was found at Broad Cove, near low 
water mark, on Sunday, by some boys. 
The remains are supposed to be those 
of an English soldiers, or a servant of 
one of the officers stationed here while 
Eastport was in the possesion of the 
British. Old inhabitants relate the 
circumstances of his death and burial, 
which, are as follows : The man was a 
servant of the Chaplain,and in love with 
some fair maid who, it seems, did not 
fully reciprocate his affections, and in a 
fit of jealousy murdered the girl and 
was courtmartialed and found guilty of 
the deed. While awaiting his sentence 
in the old Guard House he committed 
suicide, and orders were given to have 
his remains hurried at low water mark 
which was done, and now, after over 
six years have elapsed, the action of the 
waves has brought the remains to the 
surface and revived the sad tale.

— We are pained to hear of a sad 
cident that occurred at the Granville 
Ferry steam mill on the morning of tho 
12th inst. Mr. Wallace Bohaker, one 
of the proprietors of the mill, had his 
right hand badly sawn. We are in 
formed that it will be possible to save 
only a small part df the palm. The 
thumb and fingers are entirely destroy­
ed. Doctors Coleman and Bingay are 
in attendance.—Annapolis Journal.

NEW BUOY'S. CARRIAGE CLOTHS!
The Dominion Government has just 

forwarded to the care of Capt. James 
H. Hughes, our harbor master, 2 can 
buoys and 3 spar buoys to be placed in 
Digby Basin and the Annapolis river 
for the safety of navigation. They 
landed at Digby lately, and will at once 
be placed in their respective locations 
as follows-—Red can buoy on the bar off 
the north—west end of Bear Island. 
Black can buoy on the choals off Black 
point, otherwise known as Dolly’s 
Shoals. Hlack spar buoy on the Mor­
rison Shoals, off the lobster ledges of 
the Granville shore. Red spar buoy on 
Fanning’s ledge between Digby. Black 
spar buoy on the flats of turning point 
as a guide of the Annapolis river chan­
nel, between half-mile and mile above 
Winchester’s wharf, Granville.

In addition to those landed here, 
there have also been forwarded to Èrier 
Island, one of which is to be placed on 
Cow ledge, at the north end of Grand 
Passage, and on the Middle Shoal in 
centre of Grand Passage. The location 
of the remaining one we are unable to 
state as yet.—Digby Courier.

About six o’clock yesterday evening we 
reached this city. It presents but few ob­
jects of unusual interest to the tourist. It 
is advantageously situated on the river Po, 
and in the midst of a fertile district of 
country. For the regularity of Its streets, 
and the substantial, and chaste architectu­
ral style of the buildings, it is perhaps 
equal to any city on the continent of its 
size. The streets all rnn at right angles 
with each other, arid are of fair width ; and 
there are several public squares in conveni­
ent locations, two of them I noticed were 
ornamented with statues of warriors on 
horseback, aAhird was beautified with a 
colossal statue of Italy’s lately departed 
statesman,^ Count Cavour, and another 
sported a lprge fountain which threw the 
water it discharged to a respectable height.
From 1859 to 1865 this city was honored 
to be the capital of Italy, and during this 
period was the kingly residence of the late 
Victor Emmanuel. This fact accounts in 
part for the splendor of/the interior fittings 
and furniture of the Palace which fronts 
on the principal, and largest of the public 
squares. The new king Humbert not oc­
cupying the palace at present, myself and 
two or three other gentlemen were privil- 
edged to walk through the apartments. I 
found the finish and furniture of the rich­
est snd most costly description. In this 
respect it ie probably equal to any royal 
palace on the continent. The Royal Palace 
at Rome, the present capital, docs not cer­
tainly surpass it, neither do those at 
Venice or Florence, though in all cases art 
and expenditure have been freely lavished 
to adorn and beautify. While in here any 
tourist will covet the time to visitachurc* 
which ie perched on a mountain peak 

, twenty four hundred feet high, and from 
which an extensive and rich prospect is af­
forded the tourist. The church presents a 
strangely isolated appearance, viewed by 
the traveller along the whole route to and 
from the city, as far as the eye could 
reach. I could have spent an additional 
day in^this city and Its erivirons if time at 
command would permit.
