5 °f different patterns,A FINE LOT OF Moths and Their Habite.

Many are not aware that all tbe pro 
sent damage is done when the millers 
commence to fly, as their very presence 
indicates the absence of the worm, it 
is to prevent the miller's incubating, 
that precautions should be taken. A 
large proportion of tbe millers never 
hatch eggs, but die without causing 
any harm.

The male miller, which does not fly 
but runs very rapidly, is quite easily 
detected by bis triangular-shaped tig' 
ure ; but keeping himself out of sight 
he is not so easily found. His hiding 
explains tbe devious flights of tbe 
female in her search. Tbe killing of 
one male is equal to the extinction of 
many ordinary millers. The mate 
miller is commonly known by the name 
of ‘ silver fish.’

Carpets are seldom troubled with 
moth-worms, except where hatched in 
a dark unprotected space, and where it 
is moderately warm. It is for this 
reason, no doubt, that carpet-houses are 
seldom if ever troubled by them, tbe 
stocks in the large houses being dis* 
posed of between seasons.

Nearly all the trouble from moths 
emanates from the furniture, the burs 
lap inside the outer covering being 
their best field for work, where they 
can be free from annoyance, and find 
plenty to eat. Many of the furniture 
dealers of to-day realize their danger, 
and cleanse the burlap used with na 
pbtba.

It is when tb^ worms are either tired 
of their food, or it lacks the nourish­
ment that they desire, that they seek 
an outlet and and drop upon the 
carpet. It ia well to examine the fur­
niture once a year at least, to prevent 
such happenings. — From ‘ A few facts 
about carpets.''

Self-Cars While Nursing. — To 
those who are called upon to nurse tbe 
through a long and severe illness, it is 
of the utmost importance, not only to 
themselves, but to their patient, that 
their own health should he preserved 
and their own strength maintained, not 
only throughout tbe critical stage, but 
during the period of convalescence, 
sometimes so tediously prolonged. To 
all such we submit the following 
simple precautions, to aid them in pre­
serving their own health while attend­
ing tbe sick.

If the malady of the patient be such 
as to cause any marked odor of the 
breath or noticeable exhalations from 
the skin, take care always to sit on 
that side of the bed or sick person 
which is opposite to or away from tbe 
direction which the effluvia take to­
ward tbe windows or draft of a fire 
place. Sit so that their breath, etc., is 
carried away from you. Do not sit too 
close to them, or take their breath if 
you c*n avoid it.

To keep one s own strength in a case 
of prolonged care, particularly if oblig 
ed to sit up all night for many nights 
in succession, great benefit will be de­
rived from taking a warm bath early in 
the morning, and putting on fresh 
undergarments every second morning 
or if tbe disease be particularly in* 
fectioue in its nature, it is best to 
change the underclothing every morn­
ing. It will be found that the warm 
bath, followed by brisk rubbing of the 
whole body with a coarse Turkish 
towel or flesh brush, will refresh tbe 
wearied body almost as much as sleep.
