That market bones produce wonderful re-
sults when fed to poultry is indisputable.
The lean meat and gristle form the white of
the egg and about 16 per cent of the yolk.
The marrow and other fat on the bones sup-
ply the remainder of the yolk.

The lime phosphates in the bone yield all
the necessary lime saits for the shell and the
necessary phosphates for the interior of the
egg. When it is considered thav all the
above substances found in green bone are in
a specially digestible condition, far more so
than any food supplied by dry meat, corn or
wheat, is it surprising that such glowing re-
ports are so often heard about this new food
for poultry?

With modern machinery obtainable on
easy terms, pouliry men should feed more
liberally of green cut bone, especially to
pullets and cockerels during the cold winter

months, when other lime food is hard to find.

Keeping Watering Places Free From Ice.

Ice about the troughs possesses the element
of danger to a degree sufficient to warrant
no little care inavoidingit. Ananimal may
slip and strain itself, or may fall hard enough
to injure it seriously or even fatally. The
first thing to do in the prevention of ice
about the troughsis to have tight troughs.
A leak will certaiuly lead to ice. Also, the
pipe or trough conducting the water from
the pump to the watering trongh must be
tight and so must be the connections. Shal-
low troughs are to be avoided, as the water
is apt to be spilled from them. A fat hog is
apt to slip and be injured thereby; and the
hog with his propensity for wallowing is most
apt to have ice about his trough. However,
this can be avoided by nailing strips acroes
the trough, close enough together to keep
out his body, but not so close as to keep out
his snout.

—TFowls to be prepared for market should
have not less than ten days’ extra feed and
care. Separate the birds to be marketed
from the rest of the flock and feed three
times & day, but for the first two days, not
heavy; after that give all they will eat.
For the morning and noon feeds give boiled
potatoes, mashed and thickened with bran
and cornmeal, and whole corn for the night
feed. Keep gravel, charcoal and pure water
or milk by them, and if milk is plenty, mix
their feed with it in place of water.

—The time to trim grapevines is in the
wioter. Such work should pever be post-
poned until spring, as the trimming of the
vines after the flow of sap begins is sure to
do harm. It is not necessary to cut back
severely, but in trimming a grape vine it
should be done to give a good appearance
and at the same time secure the best yields
of fruit.

—Many barnsand stables which permit cold
draughts to come in through cracks could be
made more comfortable at a small expense.

A dollars worth of thick paper or a roll of
tarred felt, tacked securely to the wall,
would add greatly as a protection against
cold winds, and could easily be removed
when summer approaches.

Habits That Save Labor.

One of the most unfortunate habits a young
housekesper can acquire is that of wasting
her strength in taking unnecessary steps. It
is a mistake to suppose that it is more trou-
ble to think in advance than to do the extra
work that is always caused by lack of thought
and it is better to work systematically, and
use the time gained for taking a walk on the
street or calling on a friend, than to prolong
work by aimless dawdling.:

The importance to a housekeeper of a habit
of working neatly can bhardly be overestima-
ted. She who spills liquids on the floor and
on her clothes; who smears her kitchen
table with grease, and scatters the flour
about when baking, doubles her labor.

A careless housekeeper should believe
that accidents are largely preventable. Let
her aim to accomplish results without waste
of labor or waste of material. If, for in-
stance, hot fat is to be poured from one ves-
sel to another, let her lay a uéwapnper,
which should always be at hand, under the
receiving vessel, to reccive any possible
drop. It is much easier to burn a bit of pa-
per than to gcrub a floor or table, or clean a
dirty carpet.

Is a fowl to be prepared for cooking? Let
her lay a piece of thick brown paper upon
the work-table, and there will then be no
“muss” to clean up afterwards with scrub-
bing-brush and zloth. Let her have a care
to keep things clean,

She should never fill a vessel to the brim
with any kind of liquid, or attempt to carry
a heaped measure with such substances as
flour or sugar; for the chances are that an
unsteady motion will cause spilling.

Let her also learn to measure distances
with her eye, to estimate magnitudes and
weights, and to take hold of things gently
and firmly.
for every detail of her work, assured that.in
time the acquired habit of neatness and skill
will answer all the purposes of the natural

Hints About Cream.

What is in the cream will be found in the
butter.
good cream, therefore it is not made from
cream that is taken from the milk of cows
fed on turnips, turnip tops, carrot tops, rape,
green rye, mouldy or musty fodders and like
foods. Butter is made out of the foods which
the cow eats, and is good or bad, according-
ly. The water of cream is the water drank
by the cow, and not the water from your
neighbor’s well. Cows need all the salt they
care to eat each day, if you would make
good cream. Do not salt the cows once a
week, and then put two ounces of salt to
each pound of butter, thus spoiling the pro-
duct in two ways. Carelessness and lack of
knowledge give rise to the chief rocks upon
which success founders in the handling of
cream. Under the head of carelessness, we
would note:

First: leaving cream in cans or pans longer
than is necessary, and thus exposing it to
possible contamination, unnecessarily. Tt
may be that some do not know that twelve
hours for deep cans and twenty-four for
shallow pans is quite sufficient for summer
setting. Twelve hours should be added to
these periods for winter setting.

Secondly: not stirring cream frequently.
Uniformity is one of the chief good things
requisite in cream. It means more and bet-
ter butter. :

Thirdly: leaving the cream-can open, thus
allowing the possible introduction of objec-
tionable forms of fermentation. The weight
of good opinion prefers a tightly-closed tin
can for the keeping and ripening of cream.

Fourthly: keeping cream in improper
places—the root or vegetable cellar, beside
the soap barrel, the onion chest or the meat
bin, in the kitchen or bedroom, for instance.

Fifthly: ripening cream under conditions
similar to the above, and rais| the temper-
ature of cream by dry heat, as By the kitchen
stove, instead of setting it in hot water,
stirring constantly, and thus preserving
striet uniformity and exactness of tempera-
ture throughout the mass. v
