He graduated in Yale in 1827, anc
Andover in 1830: was pastor of the
Coagregational  Church in Brighton,
Mass, from 1831 to 1834, and of the
Central and Madison  Square  Preshy-
terian Church, in New York, from 1834 to
1873.  Since then he has been president
and professor of sacred rhetoric in Union
Seminary. He was very widely known-
no American  minister ore  so- he
filled many leading positions of rrust in'!
church, and several Benevolent institu-
tions Qne of his latest cfforts was 0
preach to the Cadets at West Point, and
this is a specimen of the numerous out-
side calis to which he so willingly re-
sponded.  Though over scventy vears
of age, his intimate friends wished tor
several years more of able service from
him.  He had a fine persoral presence,
courtly manners, great culture, eatensive
crudition, vigorous style both of pen and
voire, and was a very eloquent speaker.
He was distinguished by a tact and clear-
ness of judgment which have scldom
been equalled, and make his place hard
to fill.  Several hundreds of ministers of
varions denominations marched in pro-
cession at his funeral service to Madison
Square Church. The Rev~ Dr. Park-
hurst and Prof. Tucker, Dr Adams™ suc-
cessdrs in the pulpit of Madison Square
Church, led the devotional senvices for
a crowded audience. and Rev. Dro R. 1.
Hitchcock, senior professor in Union
Seminary, preached the funeral discourse
from the text, “ At cvening time it shall
be light.”  As might be eapected from -
such a preacher, stirred as he was in his -
tenderest afféctiong, the sermen as to
chamcterization, tone, rhetoric, and.
sympathics, was everything worthy of the
greatness both of the subject and the oc-
casion. \When Dr. Hitchcock closed his .
address with Dr. Adams’ dying message —
1 want you to say yood-by, and give;
my love to my sisters, 10 my dear breth-,
ten in the ministry, to my colleagues in
the Seminary, to my students, to my old
parishioners, and to my many friends,"— ,
cvery cye was bathed in tears, and all
felt that no grander life cangbe attained
than to seach such a fulness of Christly
affectionateness and powers for doing
good as he had donc whose loss they,
mourned.
