PHELATEDR. EADIE OF GLASGOW.

Vo take thefollowing brief biographicsl
notleo of Dr. Eadie, whose death we an-
nounced Jast weak, from the Preshyterian
Review published in Liondon;

 Dr, ¥adio wan born on the 0th May,
1818, in the village of Alva, in Stirling-
shire, Ie retained to the last wmny of
the wates he had acqnired in hia country
birthplace, Ho was & speclal lovor of
birde; ho hnd a large aviary attachad to
bis house, aud seldom refurued from any
sxpedition withont bringing with hin
some songRter to add fo his colleotion.
Ho was aducsatod in $he school of the Rev.
Archibald Browning, of Tillicoullry, and
altocwaxds in the University of Glasgow,
Aftor bis coneso ab the Divinity Hall of the
Secossion Churoh, under Drs. Dick and
Mitohell, he was liconsed to proach the
Gospel in 1835, and in Soptember of tho
gamo yoar ho was ordainad ministor of the
pow ohureh m Oambridge Street. When
& moere stripling ho was employed to oon-
duct the classes of his former profossor,
Dr. Mitchell, who was then failing in
health. In 1848, before ho had completed
bis thirtieth year, ho was chosen, along
with the now ‘venerable Irincipal Harper,
to be ono of the theological profassors of
the Seceesion Ohurol, still retaining, ac-
oording to the oustom of his denomination,
his pastoral charge, During his long pro-
fessorship of thirty-three years ho fas
rendered distinguished services to the cause
of Biblieal soholarship. His department
was critioism and hermeneutios, and it is
unquestionable that he has done much to
foster the desire for the sorrcot intorprota-
tion of Soripture which honorably dislin-
ﬁaishes Soottish proaching, Meanwhile

s po}mlm'ity in"the pulpit steadily in-
oreaced, 1n 1846 he was twice called to
one of the largest chyrohot ju Edinburgh,
but elected to romala in Glasgoy, Thir-
{800 yoars ago Mo remoyed with a portion
of hisQambridge Slreet ook to Lansdowne
Ohurch, which has risen under his care to
& foromost position. .

# Dr, Eadie has made large contributions
to the thaologieal literature of his couniry.
The more catalogue of his works would oo-
oupy considerablo space. Theso are, “*An
Aualytieal Concordance of the Holy Serip-
tures, or the Bible presented under distinot
and claesified Hoads or Topios” ; ** Diotion-
ary of the Bible for the uso of Young Per-
gons ' ; “Early Oriental History, compris.
ing Histories of Egypt, Assyria, Porsia,
Phrygia, Pheenioia, &o.’; “An Eocclesiastioal
Oyelopwdia, or Dictionery of Christian
Antiquities and Seots,” He contributed
on Biblical subjects to Kitto's ** Journal of
Bacred Literature,” and to the Hclectic
snd North British Reviews. He wrote
for and took part in editing M’Keuxio's
¢ Biographical Diotionary.” Articles from
his pen enrich the pages of Kitto's
¢ Oyclopedia,” and Fairbairn's * Bible
Diotionary.” His own ¢ Biblical Cyelops-
dis,” though less ambitious than
sither of the last two named works
is yet invaluable as presenting in
short compass and popular form the
tesult of much study snd_laborious re.
gearch, Thevolume on *Early Oriental
History,” in the * Encyelopadia Metropoli-
tans,” was written by Dr, Hadie. ~He
published two or thres leclures delivered at
the opening of the Divinity Hall. He
wrote * Lectures on the Bible to the
Young,” a volume of sermons on * Divine
Love,” and a sketoh of ‘Daul the Preach.
2 The result of his study of 8t Paul
has been given to the world in four com.
mentaries—on  Ephesiaus, Colossiansg,
Philippians, sud Galatians, He was emi.
pently loyal to the Reformation theology,
yot he was ever fearless in dividing the
supporters of it from the refuge of any mis.
translated or misinterpreted text. Dr,
Eadie had a gratifying tribute paid to his
Biblioal acholarship when, in 1870, he was
invited to take part in the work of
Bible revision. He had great delight in
this work. He went ungrudgingly to Lion.
don month after month to aitend the
meetlings of the New Testament company
in the Jerusalem Chamber, It was in
connection with his revieion labours that
the idea of writing a history of the English
Bible suggested iteelf to his mind. Previous
study had given him special qualification,
snd placed within his easy reach abundant
material fox oarrying out his plan. But
still the produotion of the two goodly vol-
umes which were published a few weeks
agocost him years of hard and anxious
labour. The degree of L.L.D. was con.
ferred upon him in 1846 by the University
of Glasgow, and in January, 1850, he was
made D.D. Ly the University of St. An-
A . Badic's read

% Dr. Eadic's reading wag by no means
oonfined fo Biblical egubjoots.y Ho was a
master of the whole range of Englich liter-
ature, and conld speak charmingly of tue
dramatists and essayists, It is said that
at one time he could repeat nearly the
whole of * Paradise Lost.”  Ho often spoke
of the power of Byron. Sir Walter Scott
was a special favourite with him. Nor
was be a mere book-worm. He was a
ﬁooulmly social and genial man. Ifo de-

ghted in his pastoral visitations, which
amid all his manifold ocoupations he por-

formed with the regularity of clock work.
And yet, withai, he was never yot hoard to
osn over his work, He never spoke of

t a8 hard work, axd was at all times rendy

S0 caat his books a3ide to enjoy the society
of bis brethren. The younger ministers
who had studied ander hima had a special
enthusiasm for him, and he was always
ready o serve them. 1In 1870 be under-
took a journey to the Eaat, in the company
of some clerical brethren, all groatly
younger than himself. It was a special
gratilioation to kim to vinit the soenes with
which much reading had made him fami-
liax. Two years Iater he went to Amorien
in the company of Professor Oalderwoou,
as a deputy to the Presbyterisn Church of
the West. o hiad a most enthusiastis re-
oeption, and was gratified that his books
were now more widely known in tho new
world than in the old.

#Dr, Eadie wagno platform man, and
seldom appeared in connection with pub-
Yio questions, yet he took the deopest :n.
terest in them, He had no aptitude for
debats, and seldom spoke in Church
Courts; but Lis love for lus brethren, aud
his deep interest in the welfare of the

chureh, made him & regular ationder of the
Preabytery and Synod. He was present
ut the recent meoting of the Suproms Court
of his chmroh, All who aw hiwm there
woro grieved to notice manifest sigus of
failing health, On tha 21st nlf. he was
able to dispense the Cowmunion in his
shiureh, and on the same evening ho oalled
to sypmpathize with n famity who had been
suddenly bereaved of n loving mother and
an affeotionate wife~sister of the Rev. Dr,
M'Ewan, of Londou, On the following
day slarming symptoms appeared, and be-
toro that week was over all Lope had
poarly fled, He was never given to sponk

mueh of his religions experienco, but ko
did not fail to testify oro he passed awa

that Le was porfeotly resigned to the will
of God, On Saturday morning last he foll
oslmly and peacefully asleep.  Dr. Eadie
was twice married, and his second wifo
survives him, together with two married
daughtera.”

If
they wore wise children they would work
and fight for the prize of eternal life, and
ho would like them to go forth in just the
same spitit as Young David did. If they
were wigo ohildren they would not depend
on themselves, but seek God’s help, who
had said that all who asked of Him, should
rocoive. If they would be wise, ho asked
them so to live now, that in the judgment
day they would be bidden to enter into the
joys of Laradiso.
Owing to Rov. Mr. Fleok's absence,
Rov. Mr. Cargin, a clergyman_from Ire-
land, was cailed on for an address. He
said he bore to them the greetings of {he
Sabbath-schools on the other side of the
Atlantio, and their earnest prayers for the
suocess of the rchools here. He wanted to
lay & foundation stone in the Learts of
toachers and soholars so that thoy
could Dbuild upon it a sure structure.
Tho basis was this:—* They . frst

To be the Lord’s, they must
givo Him their oyes, ears, lips, hands, feet,
This he aptly illustrated by

and hearts.
texts of Seripture. In conelusion lie urged
them to engage carnestly in the work of
God, for which they would receive an ecter-
nal reward.

The Cuatryay then read the following
list of scliools which had contributed a stun
which had been divided between the Home
and Foreign missions :—Eiskine Church
Sunday School, $40; St. Iaul’s, §28.20;
