It was enough
to make one forget this to be the nineteenth centlury
of the Christian era, and believe himsell transported
back to the dark ages. The government at an enut-
mous expense have provided a nalivnal education,
end have bronght it within reach of the poorest; no
means hava been lelt untried to ameliorale the condi-
tion of the people of Ireland. 8till they aie in this
heathenish state. The lamp of truth has shene for
three hondred years aud upwards in this and the sis-
tar counity, and yet this darkness covers the land—
Tho Goapel has been preached and the Bible cirenlated
even in the most remote corners of the island, yet
sach unmitigated iguorance prevails as to the spirit
and doctrines of Christimnity !

GREAT BRITAIN.

Tar Catronie “8pe” or Hesxuam—The afilaent
members of the Catholic Church in the northern coun-
ties of Durham and Nurthumberland are assisting
their bishop atid clergy to erect churches in that dis-
trict. There are four new ehnrches in course of erec -
tion in the « diocess” of Mexham—one at Gainfurd,
between Darlington and Barnard Castle, the cost of
which is prineipally, if not wholly, boroe by the Rev.
Thomas Witham, of Larington-hall, and which is a
Gothic structire, designed by Mr. Gibsen, of New-
castle-on-Tyne; the second is a choreh at Crooli,
niso in the coupty of Durbam, of which Mr. E. Pu-
gin is the architeet, and rapidly approaching comple-
tion ; the principal donor 1o the building of this {a-
bric is a elergymen, a convert from the established
¢hurel in the west of England 3 the thicd chureh is in
Wolsingham, in Weardale, vearto the Crook lron-
works, where a good many Irish laborers are em-
ployed. This, too, is Gothic, and will be ﬁnishgd
1his year, at a cost of £2,000. The Rev. Mr. Wil-
kinson, anoilier converl, son of Mr. Wilkinsou, of
Harperly Park, is the priest who will have the incum-
beney.  The fourth new chnreh in course of erection
is at Minster Acres, the seat of Mr. M. Silvertop,

who will pay for the rearing of 1he strocture. It will
te opened shortly by Cardinal Wiseman. It is also

proposcid 1o erect a chapel at Seaton-Delaval, near to
the once famous seat of the Delavals, on the south-
wastern shores of Northumberland, but which is now
the centre of the famons Hartley Coalfield. It is
principally designed for the Irish population congre-
gated in that neighborhood.

legitimzte. We believe the marriage—assuming the
truth of the witness’s tale—to be valid and Linding in
law—it ixcertainly so in the eye of religions bul at

might relate many anecdotes connected with tin-
sconrge that would make yoa shmdder—for instance,
on a certain day, I visited a villaze, there, amongst
others, ! fownd a woman all covered with frightful
pustules. The poor woman was delirious, and 10 pre-
vent her {rem spreading Lhe disease, the croel police
lashed both her hands behind her back, and left her
in a honse alone. They then abandoned her, and she
lay on her face and hands almost naked, with her
face resling on a heap of filth, 1 had the ropes cut
which had been suni into the flesh, and made her as
comforiable as circumstances allowed me. She died
in a few days afterwards, without, as [ was told, mov-
ing from ihe pesition in which Iplaced her. Amun
was found dead seven days and unburied. A part of
the body was eaten by the pigs; and this in the, on
dit, civilised town of Honolulu, the capital of the
Sandwich Islands. None witness more distress here
ar elsewhere than the Catholic Priest. Others, who
would be missioneries and philanthropists generally
abandon their dupes in {ime of plague. Buot, though
the scenes which we met on every side were truly
distressing,-He, in whose service we are employed,
did nct leave us without consolation. We baptised
hundreds during the pestilence.
