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to any person or designated airline operating the agreed services on the routesspecified in the Annex to this Agreement, should permit a difference from thestandards established under the Convention, and which difference has been filed withthe International Civil Aviation Organization, the aeronautical authorities of theother Contracting Party may request consultations with the aeronautical authoritiesof that Contracting Party with a view to satisfying themselves that the practice inquestion is acceptable to them. Failure to reach a satisfactory agreement in mattersregarding flight safety will constitute grounds for the application of Article V; inother cases Article XVIII applies.

ARTICLE VIIl

1. The charges imposed in the territory of either Contracting Party for the useof airports and other aviation facilities by the aircraft of the designated airline of theother Contracting Party shall not be higher than those imposed on aircraft of anational airline engaged in similar international air services.

2. Neither of the Contracting Parties shall give a preference to its own or anyother airline over the airline of the other Contracting Party in the Application of itscustoms, immigration, quarantine and similar regulations or in the use of airports,airways and air traffic services and associated facilities under its control.

ARTICLE IX

1. In the operation by the ariline of either Contracting Party of the air servicesdescribed in the Annex to this Agreement, the interests of the airline of the otherContracting Party shall be taken into consideration so as not to affect unduly theservices which the latter provides on all or part of the same routes.

2. The air services made available to the public by the airline operating underthis Agreement shall bear a close relationship to the requirements of the public forsuch services.

3. Services provided by a designated airline under the present Agreement shallretain as their primary objective the provision of capacity adequate to the trafficdemands between the country of which such airline is a national and the countries ofultimate destination of the traffic. The right to embark or disembark on suchservices, international traffic destined for and coming from third countries at a pointor points on the routes specified in the Annex to this Agreement, shall be applied inaccordance with the general principles of orderly development to which bothContracting Parties subscribe and shall be subject to the general principle thatcapacity should be related:

(a) to traffic requirements between the country of origin and the countries ofultimate destination of the traffic;

(b) to the requirements of through airline operations; and
