PACIFIC SALMON FISHERIES COMMISSION ALREADY AFFORDS TO THE SOCKEYE
SALMON: FISHERIES . THE COMMISSION HAS DONE OUTSTfNDING WORK I N
THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE VALUABLE SOCKEYE SALMON RESOURCES SINCE
ITS ESTABLISHMENT IN 1937 . IT WILL NOW TAKE ON THE ADDITIONAL
