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property, real or personal, of which. any primary, municipal or provincial Chapter
may be possessed at the date of this Act," for the reason: " That it is desirable to
avoid the possibilîty of any rights, as to property held by, or in trust for any of the
subsidiary Chapters being affected "; and that a Message be sent to the Senate to
acquaint Their ilonours therewith.

And the Question being put on the said motion-, It was resolved in the Affirma-
tive.

The Order of the Day being rcad, for the flouse to resolve itself into a Cern-
mittee of the Whole on Bill No. 1M0, f rom the Senate, intituled: "Anl Act for the
relief of Albert Edwin Gordon."

Mr. Edwards moved, seconded by iMr. Best, 'That IMr. Speaker do now leave the -
Chair.

Mr. Steele moved, iii amiendment thereto, seeonded by Mtr. B3ennett (Simcoe),
That ail the words after "That" be left out, and the following words added instead
thereof: "the said Order be discharged and the Bill be referred bacïk to the Select
Standing Committee on Miscellaneous Private Bills for further consideration."

And a Debate arising thereuponl.
And the said iDebate continuing, and the hour devoted to Private Bis, under

Rlule 95, having expired.

The flouse proceeded to the consideratioîî in Committee of the Whole of Bill No.
123, respecting Live Stock, and, after somne time spent therein, Mr. Speaker resumed
the Chair; and Mr. Rainville reported, That the ýCommnittee had gene through the
Bill and made Amendments thereunto.

Ordered, That the Bill, as amenlded in the Committee, be now taken into con-
sideration.

The flouse accordingly proceeded to take the Bill into consideration.
By leave of the flouse.
Ordered, That the Bill be now read the thîrd time.
The Bill was accordingly read the third time.
flesolved, That the Bill, with the Amendments, do pass.
Ordered, That the Clerk do carry the Bill to the Senate, and desire their con-

currence.

The flouse, accordiug to Order, proceeded to take into consideration the Amend-
ments made by the Senate, te the Bill, No. 121, to amend an Aet in aid of Provincial
Legisîntion prohibitîng or restricting the sale or use of Jntoxicating Liquors, and
the same were read as follow:

1. Page 1, line 10.-Leave ont clause 2.
2. Page 2, line 1.-Leave out ahi the words from "' aforesaid " to the second "or

in hune four.
3. Page 2, line 5.-For section 4B substitute the folhowing:-
" 4B. If it is provcd upon oath before any judge of the sessions of the peace,

recorder, police magistrate, stipendiary magistrate, two justices of the peace, or any
magistrate hiaving the power or authority of two or more justices of the peaee, that
there is reasonable cause to suspect that any intoxicating iquor is in any premises or
place and that such intoxicating liquor is or bas been deait with contrnry te the pro-
visions of this Act, such officer may, grant a warrant to searcli such preuiises or place,
inchuding any Governuient railway, vehicle or steamship, for such intoxicating hiquor,
and if the same or any part thereof is there found, to seize and bring the same before
him; and when any person is convictcd of any effence against any of the provisions of this
Act the officer or oflcers se convicting may adjudge and order, in addition to any other
