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and marvel at the way the right hon. gentle-
man attends here day after day, week after
week, concentrating upon his work, and at the
wealth of information which he has drawn
upon in connection with many of the import-
ant questions that have come before us from
time to time. Whether he continues to be
leader of the opposition or whether he remains
in this house as a private member, I feel sure
that to those of us who have been associated
with him the work he has done in this chamber
in the past will always be worthy of the high-
est traditions of this parliament. I am sure
many of us would exceedingly regret it if
the right hon. gentleman should cease to be
a member of this chamber, because it is diffi-
cult to think of this house without him. How-
ever, whether he retains the leadership of his
party or whether he becomes a private member
of the house, we wish him all good health and
happiness.

Hon. C. H. CAHAN (St. Lawrence-St.
George) : Mr. Speaker, I trust the hon. mem-
bers who have paid such eloquent tribute to
the right hon. leader of the opposition (Mr.
Bennett) will not leave this chamber this
afternoon with an entirely erroneous impres-
sion as to his retirement from public service.
I have known the leader of the opposition
for very many years, ever since, in the autumn
of 1890, he commenced his law studies at the
Dalhousie School of Law at Halifax. He was
then a young man, avid for information. In
his second year he received an appointment as
assistant law librarian of the law school, in
order that he might successfully complete his
law studies, as he did in 1893. I have been
associated with him more or less closely ever
since. He then started out on a great career,
with high aspirations for Canada and for the
empire of which Canada forms a part. Never
throughout his public career has there been
any wavering from that high ideal which
inspired him when I first heard him delivering
addresses in the old Sodales Club of Dalhousie
University.

But do not rest under any misapprehension.
Though the present leader of the opposition
may possibly leave this chamber, he certainly
cannot altogether retire from political life, and
he will not, I think, cease to exercise a very
powerful influence upon the public opinion
of this country, and I trust a still more power-
ful influence upon the public life of the empire
of which we form a part.
