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shouid say my statement was absolutely cor-
rect, and that the contraetor's fee was about
$210 per house.

MR. POULIOT-REFERENCE IN "LA PRESSE" TO
RULINO BY MR. SPEAKER

On the orders of the day:

Mr. JEAN FRANÇOIS POULIOT (Ternis-
couata): I rise to a question of privilege, Mr.
Speaker, ta vindicate Your Honour. My con-
tention is that no journalist may impute
motives ta Your Honour or mention in the
press motives whicha Your Honaur hias not
expressed in your rulings. Sa far as I arn
concerned the rulings of the Chair are com-
plete in themselves, and no press reporter lias
the riglit ta impute motives ta the Chair.

21 of Hansard, amd I (Io not find anvthing of
the kinci raported by the correspondent of
La Presse and appearing at page 2.5 of the
issue of that ncw.,paper of February 1. This
is what it said:

L'Orateur av ait interrompu MN. Pouliot parce
que celui-ci avait émaillé son discours de ci-
tations die M. Cardin, choisies parmi les occa-
sions où l'ancien ministre libéral s'était trouvé
en désaccord avec le gouvernement.

Sinca my English speaking friends are kind
enougli ta listan ta me and no doubt are
anxious ta knaw how the remarks of Mr.
Speaker ware reported, I shahl translate wliat
I just said:

Mr. Speaker interrupted M_ýr. Pouliot hecause
in Iiis speech tlie latter mientioned quotatians
from 'Ur. Cardin chosan fromn the speeches in
%vhich the farmner Liberal minister wvas in dis-
agrelnent with the goverlument.

I contand, sir, you neyer said anything of
the kind. I lielieve it was unfair for this
newspaper ta give thcse ramarks as having
been made by yau, and I liane the proper
means w~ill lie taken ta have that newspaper
report corrected as soon as possible.

Mr. F. W. TOWNLEY-SMITH (Narthi
Battleford): On two previaus occasions, Mr.
Speaker, I have drawn attention to the fact
that in my constituency af Northi Battleford
we have two brandi lines of the Canadian
National railways that ai-e incomplete. In
encli case the ends have been built but the
centre portion lias not heen completed. In
the fine fraîn Frenchman's Butte in narthern
Saskatchiewan to 1-einsburg, in nortlieastern
Allierta, there is a gap of roughly forty miles.
In the line from St. Walljurg ta Beaver River,
same 135 miles stili remain ta lie constructed.
M\any years ago people were encourngad ta
sel thde in these districts, which are haavily
wooded, witi the detinite promise that n
î-ailway would lie built ta take care af thair
nceds. They have licen let down very liadiy
and are now suffering unnacessary hardship)
because af the failtîre of sorne people ta kecp
their word. Bath Lilieral and Conservative
parties promised these brandi lines. It is
always lad bucsiness ta break a promise.

TIxe difficulties exparienced by those un-
fartunate people who were persuaded ta spend
the hast part af thaeir ]ives in thase two
districts have boen recounitcd on several occa-
sions liv the hion. membar for The Battleforcîs
(Mr. Campblîl), the hion. member for Atha-
ba-ka M-.Dedhane) and mnystîf. Tiare
are no good roads, and wlien winter comas
the obstacles these sattlers encounter becorme
almost insurmounitable. Thare is ne eucuur-
a.gement for themi ta increase production
cîther oi grains or of live stock, as the long
haulaga, running nnywhere frorn twanty to
ana hundrcd miles, is prohibitive. Sehools
and social services ware practically non-
existent until the new gavernrnent toak over
in Saskatchewan, when sehools and tendhers
were provided under great difficulties. The
lack of railway facilities makes the situation
very bad; the wliole area whicli sliould bie
serviced by these uines is renlly an economnie
loss. If sickness assails tiern they cnn gat
no lielp. The emcrgency liospital planes
which have been inaugurated by the gavern-
ment of Saskatchiewan have provad very
heîpful, but aven sa the situation is stili bad
and the rnortnlity rate is higli.

May I say liere liow tliorougily I agre
with the lion. memier for Lanark (Mr. Blair),
wha dwelt upon the lack af consideration
lieing sliown the unfortunate people suffaring
fi om tuberculosis, cancer, arthritis and the
like. I sliauld like to sny, however, that in
my province af Saskatchiewan free treatment
lias been prrividcd for those suffering from
cancer. Cancer clinies, haspitalization and
aill treatments known ta medical science are
provided. and at least we have awakened ta
the great need for researchi and free treatment.
