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respecting the maximum storage and han-
dling rates for grain authorized by the board
for each crop year. Similar meetings are held
each year at Winnipeg and at an easterly
point, as well as in Vancouver in the month
of July.

The authorized maximum rates are estab-
Jished each year by the board under the
authority of section 15 o! the Canada Grain
Act. Every regulation established by the
board must, by section 17 o! the act, be
transmitted to the minister and the samne
section provides that the regulation may be
disallowed by the governor in council.

I might add that there has been no sub-
stantial increase over the past !ew years, or
at least the increases have been very small.
