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Minister of Mines and Technical Surveys in
what is to be his new capacity as Minister of
Energy, Mines and Resources, and it has to do
with the National Power Grid. Before the bill
is debated on second reading would it be pos-
sible for the minister to give the house either
a progress report on the study of the Ingledow
report or some form of written summary on
which we can base our remarks? Second, has
there been any consultation between the min-
ister on the one side and Ontario Hydro and
the Ontario government on the other side
concerning the interconnection between Sud-
bury, Ontario, and Manitoba?

Hon. Jean-Luc Pepin (Minister of Mines
and Technical Surveys): Mr. Speaker, I am
not acquainted with the second part of the
question. With regard to the first part, I shall
try to inform myself better and see if this
matter can be brought within the framework
of the discussion on the reorganization of the
department.
