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the answers are back, but I think the gist of
the report bas already been made public. I
held meetings with the trucking association in
the Atlantic provinces last week and they
made some proposals to us relating to the
recommendations in this report and they are
being examined. I will look into the matter
still further and if there is any impediment to
releasing the report I will be glad to look into
that so that my bon. friend can have it.

Mr. Thomas (Moncton): Is the committee
still meeting and, if so, bas the minister been
in consultation with reference to further
recommendations coming from them?

Mr. Jamieson: The committee is still meet-
ing with regard to the proposals they have
already advanced to us. They are discussing
those with us. It is my intention to invite the
provinces and incidentally, to add the prov-
ince of Quebec, to maintain this as an ongo-
ing committee. I hope they will accept.

-NOTICE OF MASS LAY-OFFS

Hon. Martial Asselin (Charlevoix): Mr.
Speaker, on a point of order.

Speaker, moved first reading yesterday of a
bill to amend terms and conditions of the
Criminal Code as it relates to bail, and he bas
given quite a news release on it.

It would seem to me,
when the minister gives out these public
statements, that surely the opposition and all
Members of Parliament-it is really a ques-
tion of privilege-should at least have the
bill to be able to examine the terms and
conditions to see if what the minister had to
say was pure windowdressing or represented
real amendments.

Mr. Speaker: I will look into the matter
raised by the bon. member for Calgary North.
I have no information on whether the bill is
available for distribution. Obviously it should
be. The proper steps will be taken to give
effect to the bon. member's suggestion.
