In
the debate on Monday last, when discussing shipments of
motor gasoline in April from Canada, I conveyed to the
House figures f rom the National Energy Board putting the
barrels a day rate for such shipments at under 10,000
barrels a day. The board has informed me that late on the
day of the debate notification of an additional shipment
f rom the Atlantic provinces was received which puts the
April rate at the rate of 17,000 barrels a day, which is over
the previous figure and over the figure for March. I
wanted to correct the record in that respect.
