POSSIBILITY 0F REDUCTION IN PERSONAL INCOME TAXES

its expenditure te, appreximately 14 per cent in 1976 as
opposed to 23 per cent in 1975 and 28 per cent the year
bef ore, is it the intention to decrease persenal income taxes
this year as part of the f ight against inflation while at the
same time stimulating the private sector of the ecenomy?
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
