BUSINESS OF THE HOUSE

Mr. Riis: Madam Speaker, while I appreciate it is the
custom for the three House leaders to raise matters of House
business, in the absence of the acting House leader of the New
Democratic Party I would like to put a question to the
government House leader.

Last week we were led to believe that the borrowing author-
ity bill would be tabled in the House today and debated on
Tuesday or Wednesday, I believe. Is that the present plan?

Mr. Pinard: Madam Speaker, last Friday I indicated that,
because 1 promised to provide my colleagues with a draft of
the bill so they could look at it before we started to debate it, I
had to postpone introduction of the borrowing authority bill. I
will be in a position to give a draft bill to my colleagues later
tonight or perhaps tomorrow; therefore, the bill will not be
introduced before tomorrow and the motion to concur on the
Ways and Means will be moved tomorrow.

Mr. Nielsen: That, of course, raises the question when the
borrowing bill will be proceeded with. I assume it will not be
on Wednesday now in order to provide the necessary time.
Does the government House leader have any idea what he is
going to be doing on Wednesday and when the borrowing bill
will be brought in?

Mr. Pinard: Madam Speaker, if we introduce the bill tomor-
row we could start debating it on Wednesday, but I will not,
because of the requested delay, call it unless my colleagues are
ready to proceed. Therefore, if they are not ready to proceed
on Wednesday and I wanted to call it, then I would, depending
on the housing bill debate, call the customs tariff bill. This will
be done on the next Wednesday unless we come to an agree-
ment to deal with the borrowing authority bill if it is intro-
duced tomorrow, as I plan to do. It all depends on the length of
debate on the bill to amend the Canada Housing Act.
