In 1908 went to Tun-huang in the province of Kansu,where 
in the Caves of the Thousand Buddhas a mendicant Taoist 
priest had accidentally discovered in 1900 a secret 
walled chamber filled high with manuscripts. Pelliot 
procured for France three thousand books and rolls, 
together with five or six thousand attached pieces and
fragments,most of the books being in Chinese.---Dis-
