Belgian neutrality as “a scrap of 
paper.” it was the German belief Flat' 
‘'rights’’ were toe prerogative of su­
permen or Prussians.

Mr. Chesterton spoke bn "The 
French Revolution and Modern Eur­
ope" and foe shewed by kri anaylri» 
of the causes which taFto toe-great 
French upheaval fobw toe rights of 
mem 'heed been preserved thru It all. 
"Ever since 1870, foe said, the btoud of 
German ascendancy had hung • over 
Europe- Wfoat tie hoped for was a 
confederation of the nations which 
would preserve toe ideals "for which 
France tend" stood and which must 
surely triumph.
