ONTARIO,

Changes are ever occurring in the live
stock industry. On September 21, 1902,
The World called the attention of its
readers to the sale at the Union Stock
Yards at Chicago, of 44 head of 1364 1b.
cattle at $5.75, after a journey. from Al-
berta. But the important deduction to
be taken from this particular shipment
is that if Alberta cattle dealers can, af-
ter paying the United States import
duty, afford to sell in Chicago, these
same animals’should more casily and
‘with better results be brought to Tor-
onto. - And what is more, it would pay

* the Canadian Pacific Railway to grant
Albertans such freight rates on cattle
for Toronto as would lead the western
Canadians to ship their spare cattle over
that company’s lines to this market.
Within two weeks an article appeared

in The Chicago Live Stock World under |

the heading “Ship Beeves in Bond a
Canadian Device.” The shipments ori-
ginate in the northwestern part of Man-
jtoba and are shipped from Winnipez
over the Northern Pacificc From St
Paul the cattle are carried over the
Burlington to Chicago, and from
Chicago to  Boston over the
Grand Trubk. The shipments are per-
mitted to pass thru the United States
in sealed cars under bond. There is a
surplus of cattle in Manitoba this year,
and the shippers are gsending as many
as possible to the London market, tak-
ing advantage of the Chicago market
on the way. The shipment yesterday
consisted of 300 head; this will make a
tota] of 2400 hea@ that will pass thru
st. Paul from Manitoba within a few
weeks. Then The World on December
15, 1902, had an article entitled “Finish-
ing range stock here.” An excerpt from
the article says:“Efforts are being made
by Canadian farmers in Ontario to de-
monstrate the commercial practicabil-
ity of feeding range cattle for the mar-
ket, If this attempt proves successful
there will be added to the live stock in-
dustry of this province a source of pro-
fit to farmers scarcely realized by them
to-day. The increasing herds of the
Canadian Northwest must be finished
for the market somewhere, This finish~
ing cannot be done in the range coun-
try ang we hope it will more and more
be done by the farmers of Ontario.”” A
period of almost three years has trans-
pired since the above was written, Up
to the present time there has been no
mention in the Chicago live stock pap-
ers of any Alberta or Manitoba cattle
reaching their market this season; for-
trnately the jubilation of the Americans
in partially capturing our Manitoba cat-
tle trade was only for a season or two,
The announcement was made in the

“press” the other day that during Aug-I

ust 11,000 head of northwest cattle had
been shipped east by the Canadian Pa-
cific Railway, The
tember wag 11,500 head, and the com-
pany expected to entrain a still larger
number of cattle thruout October for
the east.. Evidently the live stock de-
partment of the Canadian Pacific have
grappled with the problem of live stock
shipments from the western portions
of the Dominion to the east and sea-
board, having shut out the traffic en-
gineered principally by the Northern
Pacific Rallway. Another satisfactory
aspect of the live stock trade is the
manifest improvement in the quality of
the feeders; lately there were some con-
signments of carloads of good short-
keeps and feeders from Alberta, These
steers were of the true beef type. They
were in such good condition that the
long railway haul had little effect upon
them. The only drawback was that the
large majority horned. Our
northwest friends should adopt at once
the practice of dechorning cattle that
must necessarily endure a long railway
journey in the ordinary cattle car, There
is a yearly increasing number of well-
informed and enterprising farmers in
Ontario who can pur«'has{e to “finish
off” all the good grade steérs and heif-
ers that the Manitoba and Alberta farm-
ers care to raise. It would conduce to
the general benefit of the trade that a
fair proportion of short-keeps should ar-
rive on the Toronto markets in the early
fall, that can be ready for the export
trade in November, December and Jan-
uzry. The feeders would grow and
gain in weight to be made ready for ex-
port close upon the hoofs of the short-
keeps. When Canadian exporters can
conclusively prove to the British cattle
buyers that all thru the year Canada
- can furnish choice exporters for the
British market our trade willj be settl-
ed on a firm foundation,

Silage for Horses.

Silage may be fed in modegate quan-
tities to horses thruout the winisr sea-
son. The silage should be sweet and
well preserved. Moldy, sour or fire-
fanged silage should not be fed to

horses. Most persons who have ai-
tempted to feed silage have tried 1o
make it the sole roughness and this is
a serious mistake. Not more than 10

to 20 pounds of silage should be fed per |

day, preferably the smaller amount
Along with this should be fed some
nice, clean, bright clover or timowuny or
oat hay. Several forms of dry rough-
ness may be utilized. Horses oa vilage
should receive about the same amount
of grain that they would orinarily. Oais
will be an excellent complement for the
ration, tho oats and corn may b2 mixed
in equal parts, or oats, barley and corn
may be fed. A handful of »il meal or
cotton seed m(u; in the daily ration
wil] prove appeti.ing and keep the ani-
mals in good condition. Where hor<es
are worked hard not more than 10
pounds of silage should be fedv A lim-
ited amount keeps the horses in cxcel-
lent condition and aids them in shed-
ding sooner. Colts should be fed a very
little silage.

The Boy on the Farm,

ALSIKE A 600D CROP.

——
Pure Seed is What is Wanted by
the Deanlers,

m——

In certain sections of Ontario a large
quantity of alsike clover seed has been
raised this season. The yleld of seed
was abundant, and some farmers have
a good sample of fine alsike clover seed.
“, he most necessary information to con-
vey to the minds of thoughtful farmers
is the importance of raising and offer-
ing for sale the pure alsike seed, The
bulk of the seed is exported to other
countries, and the ordinary expenses
‘incidental to exporting the seed are
fully as high for the. inferior seed as
for the best seed, but the monetary re-
turns are appreciably different, there-
fore, the seed exporter looks favorably
on all the good samples and makes a
doubtful bid on the mixed seed sam-
ples of alsike clover seed.

An interview with Steele, Briggs &
Co. elicits the statement: “ Alsike
clover prices are lower owing to lack
of export trade demand. Local com-
petition at country points have run
prices up above the present export
basis. The German crop is reported fo
be a good one, so much S0 that Ger-
man export houses are making the
prices attractive to the buyers from im-
porting countries. There is above an
average crop, and the yield is large in
Canada. We are paying from $4.19 to
$5.75, with a few fancy lots at $6 per
bushel. The alsike containing trefoil
and timothy seed is at a big discount.
We are receiving some lots from farm-
ers at from 2c to 4c per Ib., and - there is
practically no demand for low grade al-
sike. A wise farmer will make a point
of placing only pure alsike on the mar-
ket.”

J. A. Simmers, who is in close tourh
with all the growers in the districts
where alsike is now extensively grown,
says: “There is plenty of alsike clover
seed this year, the acreage is large and
the yield good, and the demand is for
the purest seed. Unfortunately, there
are samples of good alsike in which
white clover is mixed. The seed mer-
chants want pure alsike. The farmers
who grow pure seed will find a steady
demand. The values are from $4-75 to
$6.75 per bushel, but the prices arc vari-
able on account of the seed grown in
other countries. The values of the seed
in the countries that we export to are
the basis of the values at Toronto.”

William Rennie reports: “There
seemg to be a larger acreage than last
year, and in some sections the yield
per acre is quite as large as last year,
but in many districts the turn out is
smaller than usual; the whole country
will likely yield a substantial surplus
over last year's crop. The course of
prices is difficuit to determine,ag values
are influenced largely by speculators
in other markets. We do not look for
any material advance on to-day’s
prices.”

! Cleaning the Plow.

1 Neglect to thoroly clean plows and
other implements is a common falling
in many instances. It always pays in
the end to devote a liberal attention to
this operation, as not only does proper
cleaning. prolong the life of the ma-
| chine, but it also renders its working
much easier, not. only to the horses, but
laleo to the plowman. The following
! plan for cleaning a plow, which will
| also work well on other tools of iron or
i steel, is recommended: Slowly add ore
| pint of sulphuric acid to one quart of
water, handling it carefully and siur-
ring slowly, as considerable heat wiil
result from the mixing. Wh=n jt is
cool moisten the surface of the metal
with this, and then rub dry, aft>r which
wash off with pure water. This appli-
cation should clean any surface not t0o
badly rusted, but if the tool has been
lcng neglected it may require more
than one application. After cleaning a
thoro coating of grease is given hefore
putting the tool away, and whea taken
out to use give another greasing and it
will go easier.

Locally the transactions by private
sale of horses have not been numer-
ous,but a dozen carriage and hack ani-
mals have been shipped to the Stales at
reasonable but not high prices. Deal-
ers say that our own pevple have an
cntirely inadequate jaca ot values and
that consequently they are compelled
to look abroad for a market. but at
that they say the market is fictitious,
the demand being almost entirely for
ghow horses, Highsteppers and gooud
actors ot quality seil well, if they have
any appearance of winners, but there
is a deal of risk connected with them,
and occasionally grave disappointment,
In fact, with high-class horses, altho
extra prices are sometimes heard of, it
is not by any means all profit and
pleasure, but on the contrary there are
many things liable to happen to skim
the milk, to say nothing of the paijent,
hard work that is necessary to bring
the animals to theé necessary pitch o1
education, A capital pair of chestnut
geldings left Toronto for Montreal on
Monday, consigned to a prominent raii-
way man., 7Tney came from the dis-
trict around London and were as hand-
scme and well-matched a pair as have
been shipped out of the city for some
time past. The exact price was hard
to ge. at, but on the side it was re
ported they cost Jaid down in Toronto
$1300, $6550 having been given for one
and $650 for the other, the odd hundred
being eaten up in ymmediate expenses.
They certainiy had the appearance of
being worth $1500 or $2000 of anybody’s
money; but/they had taken first of all
two months to find and six “weeks 10
condition and drill.

While the general demand
for commercial classes broadens with
the increase of population, for the past
two seasons there has been a corre-
sponding gain of the number of horses
in the breeding districts, In 1902 there
were reported 16,533,224 horses in the
United States and 17,057.702 horses in
1905, a gain of 524,478 in two years.
This increase has been accomplished
in the face of annually broader demand
and indicates that the much feared
horse famine has been eliminated from
the industry. Trade for the week has
been featured by both good and bad
results. Top offerings of all market
clasges have held steady, but medium
to good quality ocerings close weak and
$2.50 to $5.00 unevenly lower. The heavy
run of plain kinds forced dealers to
make concessions to clear the receipts
and many consignments were cloged
out at losses to country shippers. Deal-
ers reports prices generally too high
in the country and values must fall to
a lower level to meet the general con-
ditions of trade. The general clearance
is incomplete, several shippers carry-
ing over partial consignments for next
week rather than yield the concessions
that outside dealers demand. Big draft-
ers ruled firm at nominally $170 to $220
and upward,with show draught animals
up to the highest level of the market,
Common draught offerings are slow at
$120 to $165-Expressers and wagon horses
fcund even outlet at $135 to $170 for
the former to $110 to $140 and upward
for the latter class. Harness horses
were free sellers at 8156 to $370 for
good to choice actors, with medium
and common classes slow at $75 to $125,
There were liberal orders executed for
southern chunks at $45 to $110, with
occasional sales reported at $115 to $125
for top offerings.
