THORN TELLS ON HRS. NACK.

Interesting Dexeibpments in the Guld-
ensuppe Murder Case.

Thoern Says the Wo-il First Made Love to
Him and He Reciprocated-In Fact He
Leved Her Up to the Moment She Took
the Witness Stand and Testifled Against
Him-The Two Dispesed of the Dead
Man’s Body Alter Mrs. Nack Shot and
Kilied Guldensuppe.

New York, Nov. 29.—The crowds which
surrounded the sherifi’s office in the
Queen’s County Court bave this morn-
_ing broken the record forthe numbers.
Among them were several scores of

~ women, but after the females had bzen
informed by Sheriff Doht that some of
the evidence to be presented in the de-
fence of Thorn would be of a charac-
ter which ladies would not care to hear,
only three of the sex mentioned appear-
ed in the southern gallery. Messrs.
Howe and Moss, the prisoner’s lawyers,
greeted Thorn effusively the. ac-
cused barber took his accustomed seat
in the court room, flanked by th_e sher-

iff’s officers.
Howe began his opening

John Gotha, was recalled.

Mr. Howe asked him if h
been an inmate of an inebriate asyl im
at Fort Hamilton.

The witness said “No.”

Mr® Howe repeated the questiom, pro-
nouncing each’ word with deliberation.
(Gotha thought a moment, and then ut-
tered ah emphatic “No.” .

“That is all I want from you,” said
the big lawyer, and Gotha left the
room. Mr. Howe requested the court
to dismiss the charge of murder in the
first degree, and the court denied the
request.,

Mr. Howe’s Address

Mr. Howe then began his address’
saying: $May it please Your Honor and
gentlemen of the jury, Martin_"Thorn
is innocent of the murder of Wiiliam
Guldensuppe.”

The veteran criminal. lawyer then
launched forth intp & terrible arraign-
ment of Mrs. Nack, who, he declared,
was the real marderer, who hired the
cottage at Woodside for the purpose of
turning it into a slaughter house. whore
Guldensuppe was to be murdered. Dur
ing Mr. Howe's  address Thorn fre-
quently showed signs cof emotion, the
first time since the trial began.

His eyelids winked nervouslty and he
seemed to be swallowing a big 'ump
which was evidently continwally. fore-
ing its way into his throat. Mrs. NacKk's
life was vividly pictured by the speak-
or. He todd of her having forsak:2n
her legal husband; her subsequent liv-
ing with Guldensuppe and Thorn.

“She was a midwife,” said he, “a
mame which is only a convertible term,
in many ‘nstances, for a murdero'1s

abortionist.””

He referred to the fact that the saw
which the people had talked of had
never bheen produced, and said that
svhen Martin Thorn would go oa the
stand and unbosom himself, the jury
would learn that “he was merely a pup-
pet in the hands of that vile woman.”

Wanted the Cotinge Viewed.

At the conclusion of Mr. Howe's ad-
dress, which occupied 40 minutes, the
defendant's Jawyer asked that before
the case was closed, the jury.meu_should
be permitted to view the premises at
Woodside.

The District Attorney said he would
like to think over the matter before Le
could inform the court of his views as
to the necessity of having the jury g0
there. i

Samuel Jepp testified that Thorn
worked for him in his barber shop four
vears and was the best man he ever
kad.

Other barbers testified that Thorn,
who was once known as Martin Thorno-
witsky, was a good workman.

Thorn Tells Hisx Story.

Martin Thorn was then called in his
own defence, He said: “My real name
is Torceswisky. I was born in Germany,
am 33 vears of age, and came to this
country 17 years ago.

“I first met Mrs. Nack a year uand
a half ago at the house, No. 439 Ninth-
pvenue. She occupied four rooms on the
third foor at that number. Wiiliam
Ciuldensuppe was boarding there with
her, and I understood that he was her
cousin. I rented a furnished room from
her at $2 a week. Later I understood
Guldensuppe was her husband. She
. first made love to me and 1 returned
her love. 1 was very fond of her and
loved her up to the moment she took
the witness stand on my first trial.” The
witness then told how he supplementd
the bath rubber in Mrs. Nack's affec-
tions. and «deseribed the row_ he had
with Guldensuppe in consequence, last
I'ebruary. During this row Guldm-
suppe caught hold of him. Thorn held
a revolver. which went off accidentally.
Then Guldensuppe took the pistol fro.n
him and gave him a beating.

He left the house and went to a
hospital. met him af er-

Mrs. Nack
wards very often. They went to th2-
tres and other places of amusement. |
Shoe said she was sorry that Gul len-
suppe, had hurt him, but that he must
not mind that. Thorn, at the sugges-
tion of his counsel. then told in his own
way what Mrs. Nack had said to him
after that and the court directed Mr.
Howe not to lead the witness.

Wished to Leave Guldensanpe

“Mrs. Nack toX me,” said Thorn,
“that she wished to leave Guldensuppe
and wished to live in some quiet plice.
We visited the Woodside cottage; and,
as it seemed a suitable place. hired the
wottage. 1 paid the $15 and got the
fkoy.. On Junme 24 I gave the key to
Mrs. Nack. as she said she wanted to
do some clean at the cottage. About
11 or 12 o'c¢lock on Friday morning.

Then
she cyt through the middle of the body

and 1 asked her why she cut it so, and

she said: ‘I know enough not to cut
throngh the bowels. Next she cut off
the legs, after which she went ount for
a while, as it was very warm in there,
On her return we encased the head in
plaster of paris. 'We brought away
the dead man’s clothes in a bundle, and
’I‘ carried the head in another bundle,
The saw, knife and revolver were in
the bundle with the clothes.
Threw the Head Overboard.

“We took the car to/the 92nd-street
fgn'y. over which we crossed to New
York. I threw the head overboard
;\:hule the boat was crossing the river.
Then we went to Mrs. Nack's house
on 9O0th-avenue, where she burned the
clothes in a cook stove.”

_The witness then told of the surrey
ride on the following day, Saturday,
June 26, and the disposition of the
other portions of tl_le remains, which
were wrapped up in oileloth, cheese
cloth and paper, which Mrs. Nack had
purchased prior to her visit to the cot-
tage on June 25. Thorn told of his
meetings with the woman after this and
how Mrs. Nack had made preparations
to go to Europe. Mrs, Nack met him
on Tuesday night, June 30. and the fol-
lowing day he learned from the pap2rs
that she had been arrested. In explain-
ing his conversation with . Gotha, he
said he had told Gotha that Mrs. Naczk
killed Guldensuppe, and also "told the
barber how the hmiy,had been dispoa2d
of. He told Gotha of his intentions to
give himself'up to the police, but Gotha
asked him to wait, He gave Gotha
some pawn tickets and made an ap-
pointment o meet him _the folowing
night. Thorn kept the.appointment and
was- arrested.

Some Truth and Some Lies.

During his cenversations with Oapt.
O'Brien, Thorn, said he .told the de-
tectives some truths and some g2-
hoods. His direct examination lastad
three-quarters of an hour,” and Surro-
gate Weller conducted the cross-exami-
mation. Mr. Weller asked' Thorn to
write his name, but the prisomer, on
advice of his counsel, refused.

Thorn said Mrs#Nack aceompanied
him to the cottage the day he paid the
rent. By

In reply to Judge. Maddox, Thorn
said he went for the. plaster of paris
after he,_ had. gone .upstairs and had
seen Guldensuppe lying dead in the room
near the bathroom. This was about 12
o'clock. He did mot see the girl who
testified that she was in the store when
he bought the plaster, He recognizel
Borges, the man who, sold it o him.
It will be remembered that these two
witnesses, the man and girl, stated that
Thorn bought the plaster of paris abont
9 o’'clock ‘on the morning of June 25.

Thorn again acknowledged ithat he
had lied to Capt. O’Brien when he said
he was playing pinoclile at 34th-street
and 11th-avenue on the day of the kill-
ing. He said that for_ the purpose of
establishing an alibi. He said it as
much to save the woman as himself.
He stayed at Maloney’s Hotel until 11
o'clock on Saturday. June 26. He mat
Mrs. Ngck at the 34th-street ferry at
that time, and they went to Woodside
by trolley car. They reached the cot-
tage abéut 11.30 and found the remain-
der of the body as they had left it cut
up the night before. The first portion
they wrapped up was the chest and
arms.

About That Letter.

Surrogate Weller did not elicit any
points of especial relevancy-in his cross-
examination of Thorn, which lasted nn-
til after 3 p.m. Mr. Weller asked
"Thorn about the letter and vest which
were taken from him by Sheriff Doht
in the Queen’s County Jail. He tried
to destroy the letter (produced), but it
had been partly torn when the officers
grabbed it. &

Thorn identified = the letter and the
court interpreter translated it after Mr.
Howe was overruled in objecting to ‘ts
being admitted. Jdn_it he asked Mra.
Nack to testify as he told her, and sail
he would send her some more words
before the trial

“Then you were assisting in framiug
the defence?’ asked Mr. Weller.

“yes. certainly,” was Thorn’s reply.

“Afrd you were doing all you conld
to cover up the erime?”

“Yes, I did all I could.” said Thorn.

All Mr. Howe's efforts to introduce
Mrs. Nack’s confession or part thereof
by questioning Thorn thereanent were
overruled by the court.

Mr. Howe will probably take out a
writ of habeas corpus and testifieand 1m
for the production of Mrs. Nack in court
to-morrow, so that he may make her
take the witness stand again and thus
get at her testimony. Y

Was Willinz to Die for Her.

Thorn,in one of his letters to Mrs,
Nack, said he had a prescription, whizh,
if it could be filled, would end his life.
He got the prescription from a man
named Clark. who was a fellow-prisoner
in the Tombs. He did not wish her
to die; he wanted to see her free.

“You were willing to die yourselt
and save that woman?” asked Mr. Wel-

ler.

“Yes,” said the prisoner. “I ‘oved
er and was willing to/die for her.”

The prosecution seemed to be taken
by surprise by Thorn's frank statement.
In this letter, which mnever reached
Mrs. Nack, as it was captured by the
officers, Thorn said: “If there is no
other way out of it, T will see to it that
I shall only suffer and you will go free.”

Mr. Howe brought out this sentence
with strong emphasis.

Thorn’s examination was copcluded at
half-past 4 o'clock, and the defence rest-
ed. Court adjourned soon thereafter un-
til to-morrow morning.

TROE BILL AGAINST ALLISON.

Chief Justice Meredith Warns the Jury to
Rely BSolely on the Evidence in
Giving Thelr Decision.

Berlin, Ont., Nov. 20.—The fall assizes
opened here at 1 p.m. to-day, His Lord-
ship Chief Justice Meredith presidiag.

This mparticular exhibit - shows
honey in all theq.different stages of pro-
duction. Mr. Holterman went fully in-
to the natural history of the bee. He
said that many did not understand why
extracted honey sold at less than in the
comb. He showed by means of the
honey extractor how the honey fis
forced out of the comb, the comb re-
maining unbroken, and being replaced
in the hive, saves the bee time, labor
and material, and gives the beekeeper
a larger number of pounds per colony. He
a'so stated that honey was being largely
nsed in the United States for the mana-
faeture of sweet cakes, candy, honey
vinegar, jobaccos and printers’ rtollers.
This wast guarded as a secret by thess
manufacturers., In closing. his lecture
he advised housekeepers to study quality
more in’ the future than in the past.
