At Pana, Illinois, and Negro Work-
men From Alabama Have Been
Pat in Their Places.

Pana, Ills, Aug. 24 —Sheriff Coburn as-
sembled 1256 deputies to-day, and gave
them Instructfons to arm themselves and
meet a number of negroes expected to ar-
rive from ‘Alabama to work here in the
coal mines. Ten negroes arrived in Pana
last night fo take the places of striking
white miners. The negroes were escorted
" to the city limits by a company of miners,
and Induced to leave town, The strikers
are being reinforced by unfon miners from
out the State. The strikers to-day, In
large bodies, awaited the arrival of the
negroes. During the day a special train
arrived from Birmingham, Alabama, with
200 negroes. The train was rushed through
the city to the Springside coal mine, where
the negroes were unloaded under the guard
of deputy shotMs. \Lp ThLid it

unable to do.so, All the grounds at the
mine are under heavy guard, and no eiti-
zens are permitted to pass the lines. The
strike leaders have. requested Governor
