Arrived at Noon,

The party arrived from Napanee at noon.
The statlon platform, an extensive one,
was jommed with a masg of cheering and
gesticulating enthusiasts. So dense was
the crowd that it took fully five minutes
for Sir Charles and the others to Treach
thelr carriages, while the number of hands
that grasped. those of Hugh John ran up
into the hundreds, and the procession of
¢abs, vans, bands and horsemen was formed

The line of Warch thru the city wag over-
thung at ftffng intervals with banmers, on
which the sallent principles of the Con-
servative party were printed, so that he who
ran might read.

Two-Faced Liberal Policy,

Further, In 1806 a question had been intro-
duced that should never have been brought
into politics. It caused many good honest
Conservatives to vote agalnst the party, yot
in that question the Liberals had decelvea
the people with thelr two-faced policy. To-
day the school law had been changed n
such a way that it brought discomfort to
both Ontario @nd Quebec, and showed that
| the Liberals had broken faith with both
' sections of the people who supported them.
For ali these reasons the Conservatives had
been defeated in 1896, but the people were
awakening to the fact that the present Aa-
ministration was Insincere.

Conservatives Are Sincere.

In contrast to this was the growing bellef
in the fact ‘that the Conservative party
had always been sincere with the elector-
ate, Their policy In 1878 was attacked, but
no one sald it was not the policy the Con-
servatives had promised before the elec-
tions.. “That was our policy then and is
our policy now, in the main. .It. means pro-
tection to Canadian industries, to Canadian
labor, for farmers' produce and fair treat-
ment of the Motherland In the markets.

Conservative Poliey Did It,

Speaking of the ready 'way in which the
Liberals, appropriated the” poligg*or -the
Conservatives, he said that when'Sir Wii-
frid was In London at tho Jubllee and spoke
of the progress of (anada, it was a fact
that every instance of progress nientioned
was the work of ‘the Conservative party,
and had been opposed by Sir Wilfrid.

KRUGER SAW IT WAS HOPELESS

And Useless to Continue the Strug-
&le—All Must Submit Before
s Are Rel d,

London, Sept. 14.—The following despatch
has been received at the War Office from
Lord Roberts:

Kruger Has Fled,

“Machadodorp, Thursday, Sept, 18.—Kru-
ger bas fled to Lorenzo Marques, and
Botha ‘has been obliged to give over the
command of the Boer army temporarily to
Viljoen, .on account of ill-nealth. In con-
sequence of this, I have circulated a pro-
clamatfon as follows:

No Connection With Transvaal.
*“*The late President Kruger, with

Keltz and the archives of the South'At-

rican Republic, has crossed the Portu-

guese frontler and arrived at Lorenzo

Marquez, with the view of salling for

Burope at an early date. Kruger has

formally resigned the position which

be held as President of the South Af-
rican Repubiie, thus severing his offi-
clal connection with the Transvaal,

Kruger's actlon shows how hopeless,

in his opinion, is the war which has

now been carried on for nearly a year,
and his desertion of the Boer cause
should make eclear to his fellow-burgh-
ers that it Is useless to contlnue the
struggle any longer.
Nearly 15,000 Prisoners of War,
***It is probably unknown to the in-
habitants of the Transvaal and Orange

River Colony that pearly 15,000 of their

fellow-subjects are mow prisoners of

war, not one of whom will be released
until those now under arms against us
surrender unconditionally.
No Intervention Possible.

*‘The burghers must be cognizant of
the fact that no Intervention In thelr
behalf can come from any of the great
powers, and, further, that the British

Empire is determined to complete the

work which has a'ready cost so many

lives, and carry to a conclusion the war
declared against her by the late Gov-
ernments of the Transvaal and the Or-
ange Free State, a war to which there
can only be one ending.’ '

Will Fight on Boer Lines. :

Lord Roberts then proceeds to point out
that, with the exception of the small area
which Gen. Botha is defending, the war
has degenerated Into irregular operations,
which must be brought to an early end,
and concludes: X

**The means I am compelled to adopt
are those which the customs of war
prescribe as applicable to such cases.

They are ruinous to the country, entail

endless suffering to the burghers wnd

their families, and the longer this guer-

Prince Ching Interviewed.

The Associated Press representative inter-
viewed Prince Ching this morning, thanks
to the courtesy of the Jgpanese guards.
The Frince stated that hegl;usted that 1o
the immediate future everything would be
settled satisfactorily. He thought the treat-
ment of Pekin unuecessarily cruel, and that
this was especially true as regards private
property. e was thankful, however, that
the Sacred City had been preserved.

Told to Make Necessary Sacrifice,

He had come to Pekin with full authority
from the Emperor to obtain peace by any
necessary sacrifice, but he felt sure the
generosity of the powers would not exact
anything degrading to the digniiy of China
r encroaching upon Chinese territory, He
goped within a month to fee the harvest
athered and homes being rebullt. FPrince
5hing thinks a great blow has been given
to Chinese commerce, but does not belleye
the loss to the city Is irreparable, for a
more magnificent one may arise from the
ashes.
