HAVE COAL, BUT AGK MORE

Many Consumers Go Without, While
Others Manage to Lay in
Double Supply.

DEALERS : HAVE SOME TROUBLES.

Selfishness One of the Worst Things
They Have to Contend With
During Famine.

Toronto coal men claim to have dis-
covered some of the worst cases of
selfishness imaginable during the past
few days. They claim that several
times they have delivered coal on the
most urgent pleas of citizens only to dis-
{ cover that they were fairly well sup-
plied with coal. In three cases re-
ported yesterday drivers were detain-
ed over two hours shoveling back
| coal in cellars in order to get in the.

| new supplies. ’

In such cases the coal men have |
notified the people that they will not '
be furnished with more fuel until every
applicant in the city has been =up-
plied.

In view of the scarcity of hard coal
and the absolute suffering that is be- |
ing occasioned in some parts of the
city by failure to secure any, these
cases are considered most despicable.
In each of these cases the persons
explained that they were trying 1o |
get enough fuel to last them all the |
winter thru fear of being unable 10
get any later.

Coal men claim that this very spirit
of greediness is the worst thing they
are forced to contend with. They cdim
that if every individual would be sat-
isfied to take a week’s supply the suf-
fering would be reduced and the ques-
tion become much less difficult. In-
stead, they assert that in most cases
each applicant is trying to secure just
as much coal .as will be delivered to
them.

It is reported in many cases that
individuals go to diffarent dealers znd
secure from each a ton or two, and in
this manner accumulate a big supply
to the loss of those who zre molie
scrupulous.

Smallpox in Holy Ghost Cdlony.

Lisbon Fallé, Me., Dec. 17.—-A case
of smallpox has been discovered in the
Holy Ghost and Us Community, at
Shiloh. Prompt measures have been
taken to protect the health of 375 mem-
lbers of the society, but there is much
apprehension, as Mrs. Susie Jenkins,
who has the disease, had been attend-
ing meetings and mingling with friends
until last Wednesday. Besides Mrs.
Jenkins, seven other persons have been
quarantined in a cottage. Mrs. Jen-
kins is colored. She belongs in New
York.
