ters, and the corporations have become
alarmed. Their lawyers talk with as-
sumed contempt of “newspaper scrib-
blers.”~ The bold front that they are
assuming is a purg,bluﬂ. Their ap-
parent strength is a bubble, which can
be pricked by resolution, . unity .and
perseverance. The more the munici-
palities: demand, the more they wiil
get.

The
municipalities, and all those who stand
for municipal ownership and public
ownership,

must be resolute and united. King-
ston and Perth must help Toronto.

If the municipalities are divided by
jealousy and mistrust, they will be
laughed at by thé corporations and
their lawyers and agents In the legis-
lature.

'The
municipalities, if they desire to main-
tain their rights, must watch and fol-
low the methods of those who .or-
ganize powerful trusts and combina-
tions in business.
