J. H. F. Blue, Presbyterian clergyman 
and insurance agent, who achieved 
considerable Notoriety some time ago 
thru a number of reports concerning 
him, which finally appeared in the 
press, hAs made a specific denial of the 
charges against him and challenges his 
accusers to the proof. He states that 
when entering on the insurance busi­
ness here, he was approached by local 
agents end advised that he would 
meet with serious opposition, which 
later developed into the .opposite of 
fair business rivalry. Concèrnlng his 
alleged registration at a London hotel 
with his wife, he says, that this was 
correct and only a malicious mind 
could find anything Improper in it.

Hte denies any connection with Dr. 
Spencer's divorce suit in Marathon, 
N.Y.. with which, his name was con­
nected and states that he has been 
served with no papers in the matter. 
In regard to the letter received by him 
from a resident of Woodstock threat­
ening to expose him he says that he 
promptly’ told the individual that the 
wrltlrc of, another such letter would 
be followed by arrest and he was since 
received none.

Dr- Blue was also referred to by a 
St. Catharines clergyman as “a dang­
erous man.” He now has a letter from 
this divine saying that the meaning 
of the phrase was that he was a dang­
erous man to be trifled with, and the 
original letter has Been withdrawn. 
He most emphatically denies complic­
ity in any transaction that could he 
considered Inconsistent with his char­
acter as a Christian minister, and 
threatens to bring action to defend his 
reputation.

Dr. Blue came here In October last 
and acted as agent for the Federal 
Life Assurance Co. of Hamilton. He 
is an ordained minister and filled the 
pulpit of Chalmers Church on num­
erous occasions, making himself very- 
agreeable and popular, both among his 
church and business .friends. He has 
hitherto refrained from attempting to 
justify himself on the advice of his So­
licitors, but now feels that he owes it 
to the church, his family and himself 
to^clear himself.
