OTTAWA, Feb. 17.—(Special.)—"Give
the student a chance to earn a dol-
lar by employing him on public
works,” was the burden of F. D.
Monk's plea in the house to-night. He
moved that “in the execution of pub-
He works requiring technical know-
ledge whe government should, as far
as possible, utilize the services of
young men engaged in the pursuit of
technical studies in our Canadian in-
stitutions so as to permit of their ap-
plying, with profit during their vaca-
tions, the knowledge acquired by them
during the period of tuition.”

The member for Jacques (Cartier ar-
gued that this would be a profitable
way encouraging technical educa-
tion, but there was the d&anger that
the selection would be made on po-
lili’(;al lines. \

Dr. Reid (Grenville) asserted that

for positions requiring technical know-
ledge men were chosen who were noi
qualified, but were simply loaded on
the country because of their political
activities.
: Mr. Brodeur said the government
had encouraged technical education
by the employment of students, while
Andrew Broder (Dundas) would not
put a student in charge of a public
work. The superintendent should -be
a man ¢f thoro, practical knowledge,
while students’might be employed tun-
der him.
