i. 7,) ¢ All the rivers run into the sea ; yet the sea
is not full ; into the place from whence the rivers
come thither they return again.’ This is just the
modern explanation of atmospheric evaporation.
Clouds of moisture rise from the ccean, float abont
in the atmosphere, descend in rain, and, collecting
into rivers, this moisture, after ministering to plarts
and animals, flows again into the sea. Fromn the
expression ¢ there ariseth a little cloud ont of the
sea,’ (1 Kings xviii. 43,) and various other similar
allusions, it is perfectly evident that the sacred
writers were familiar with atmospheric evaporation.
Yet, at a comparatively modern period, it was a
favourite theory of meteorologiéte, that the waters
of the occan made their way up from the sea
through the porous sand and rocks ; and thus fil-
tered, lost their saline particles, and then issucd as
springs of fresh water from the mountain tops and
sides. And this explanation was made to harmo-
nize with the words of Solomen just quoted. No-
thing, however, could be more incorrect than this
explanatiqn, both in & chemical'and mechanital ac-
ceptatidl. Unchemical, because no filtration will
depriye water of salts dissolved in it by a chemical
solution—unchemical, because no fluids, g¢ven sup-
posing a capillary attraction, will rise in euch quans
tities, or to such heights, contrary to the known
faws of hydrostatics.  When clearer views of the
laws of evaporation revealed the falsity of this
theory, the error was extended to Solomon also,
although itis cvident that his statement agrees
both with the actual process of nature, as well as
with the latest and most correct exposition of this
process. It is not a little remarkable to observe,
that Moses in his detail of the animal creation fol-
lows exactly the modern zoological arrangeu.cnt
—that is, he beginsg with the formation of the sim-
plest animals, and ascends in the scale according
to the complexity of the higher structures. Now,
it is evident that Moses in this instance dit not
adopt any cotemporary system of zoology, because
the system of the Egyptian priests, as far aa we
learn from Pythagoras and Aristotle, who gleaned
part of their information from them, was by no
means go scientific. From Aristotle downwards a
very incomplete arrangement of the animal king-
dom prevailed 3 and, in fact, it was not till the time
of Cuyier, in the beginning of the present century,
that any thing like a correct arrangement of animal
beings was accoinplished.  After long and Jabo-
rious researches made by this great natura'ist and
his coadjutors, into the minute structure and com-
parative anatomy of animals, a system was fiamed,
beginning with the simplest and lowest forms of
creeping things, and ascending by a progressive
scale to the most perfect animals.— Hogg's Weekly
Instructor.
