Prevention is now the keynote of the 
dental work that is being done In the 
Toronto public schools.

It is only a few years ago since the 
condition of kiddies’ teeth in Toronto 
was so bad that 95 per cent, were found 

% to have dental defects. This has been 
reduced to a percentage of 51. Still Dr.
Wallace Seccombe, chief dental officer, 
is not satisfied, and he now has a port­
able clinic making the rounds of the 
schools which have no clinic of their own.
No children need be missed.

The board of education has declined 
to take up the work of making irregular 
teeth straight. This is a natural fol­
low-up process to the prophlyactic work 
and the treatment given the teeth that 

diseased. But Dr. Seccombe and his 
Staff have gone as far as they can go 
with the funds at their disposal.

Dr. Seccombe, in his annual report, 
just issued, says:

“At present the city is divider) into 
fifteen dental districts, with one dental 
centre in each.

“The demand for the portable clinic 
from the principals of the different 
schools has been most urgent, not only 
because of the need, but also because 
the need could thus be supplied without 
the scholar leaving the school building. 
To meet the situation it was decided to 
move part of the equipment of each reg­
ular dental clinic to other schools of the 
district for this special service, and this, 
in some measure accounts for the im­
proved dental conditions in the schools.

The scholars were graded in May and 
again in October, according to condi­
tions of oral cleanliness. There has 
been an average Improvement in oral 
cleanliness throughout all grades of six­
teen points. The average standing is 
now 1.56, as against 1.72 last May. In 
bo far as individual schools are concern­
ed, the greatest f improvement in oral 
cleanliness was shown in Norway school 
(97 points.)”
