the Washington train. Two more
bodies are still in the wreckage.
The hodies of the dead were sent
by train to New Brunswick and
Trenton.

EWARK, N. J., Nov. 12—Ten or

12 persons were reported killed
and several injured today, when the
Pennsylvania passenger train No. 6,
from St. Louis to New York, tele-
scoped the two rear cars of train No.
166, Washington to New York, at
Plainsboro, at 5.45 this morning. Both
trains were proceeding in a heavy fog.

'The rear car, a Pullman, carried 19
apassengers. Victims carried from' the

L wreckage were rushed to hospitals in

New Brunswick and Trenton. A corps
of relicf workers, do¢tors and nurses
from St. Francis Hospital, Trenton,
_went to the scene in a special train.
Thomas Wry, of Lynn, Mass., said
to be a hrakeman on train 166, received
a broken back. He was taken to Mid-
dlesex Hospital, New Brunswick. Frank
Herzieg, 25, of Baltimore, was taken
to’ Trenton with injuries about “neck
and back.

CARS TELESCOPED.

NEW YORK, Nov. 12—Pennsyl-
vania express No. 6, running from St
I.ouis to this city, crashed into the
rear of the Pennsylvania express No.
166, en route from Washington to New
York, shortly before 6 o'clock this
morning, near Plainsboro, N. J. ¥I'he
two rear cars of the Washington train
were telescoped, several passengers be-
ing killed and a score injured.

"I"hree persons are known to be dead,
and other dead are reported to be
pinned under the wreckage.

Dr. A. W. Belting, Trenton, N. J.,
 reported that he Dbelieved that the
dea~h list would reach at least eight
or 40 and that 25 passengers were in-
jured.

Physicians and nurses were sent from
Trenton and New Brunswick to the
scenc of the wreck, and wrecking
crews were dispatched to the accident,
“which occurred in a heavy fog.

The engine of the train from St.
1.ouis, colliding with the rear Pullman
car of the Washington train, caused
the steel sleeper to telescope the Pull-
man ahead.

Two Pullmans were derailed; and the
force of the collision caused some of
the upper herths to fall in, pinning
sleeping passengers in the wreckage.
T'he accident occurred two miles from
the nearest telephone, but those living
near the wreck hurried to render every
aid possible, while messages were re-
layed to the nearest towns.

Wrecking crews found great difficulty
in reaching the dead and injured.
Acetylene torches were employed to
burn away the steel wreckage. For-
tunately the debris did not ignite.

As fast as the injured were removed
from the wreckage, they were taken
to hospitals at New Brunswick, and
Trenton.

Several Houses' [n.Town Catch
But Fire Department Pre-
' vents Spread

ARTLAND, Nov. 12—Fire broke
out this morning at 2 o'clock in
the potato warehouse and dwelling on
the east side of the tracks opposite
the C. P. R. station,. The fire depart-
ment answered promptly, and the fire,
which caused about $40,000 damage,
was under control by 4 o’clock. The
fire was first noticed shortly after 2
p'clock in the southern part of the
warehouses. This section of the ware-
houses is occubied by Hatfield & Co
and C E. Rideout. The fire quickly
spread through the sheds and the whole

building was soon a mass of flame.
The western end of the building was
occupied upstairs by two families as
a dwelling. One family lost almost
all their furniture. The fire depart<
ment of the town did wonderful work

stopping the fire about 20 feet from
the extreme end of the,North house.

INSURANCE $15,000.

- The bufldings were owned by R, J,
Potts, Hatfield & Company, J. T. Car‘
and C. F. Rideout. There were aboul
3,000 barrels of potatoes in the differs
ent houses, most of which will be &
total loss. Hatfield & Co. had about
$7,000 worth of potato bags in their
warehouse, which was totally destroy=
ed. The insurance on the burnt build~
ings amounted to about $15,000.

FREIGHT CARS BURNT

Two C. P. Freight cars, one loaded
with 260 barrels of potatoes for ex-
port to Cuba, were burned on the tracks
and another refrigerator car that was
set at the wharf awaiting load, was
burpt to the tracks.

The water pressure of the town sys-
tem was’'very good, three streams play-
ing on jthe building continually.

The wind was from the south and
was not very strong, but even at that
fires caught on several of the houses
on Hillcrest. The work of the fire de-
partment succeeded in stopping the
fire half way thorugh the Potts build-
ing, which appeared doomed from the
start. ]

ESTIMATES OF LOSS.

An estimate of the loss of each party
follows, with an estimate of the insu-
rance covering the damage: Potts
building, damage $4,500,
