'The ten-day requirement no longer
is part of the law and prosecution may
be started at omce. Under the new
law, too, any one with insufficient
funds to cover am issued check is
guilty of larceny and can be pun-
iched.

Another law which went into effect
is known as the “Fraud act, Chapter
508 of the laws of 1923 of New York
State.” It provides that where a guest
has failed to pay his bill and depart-
ed from a hotel, he is guilty of a mis-
demeanor. Formerly. it was necessary
tn show not only that a guest took
his baggage without the permission of
the proprietor, but also that he left
with the intention of mot paying his
till. Under the new law this has
been eliminated. e refusal or neg-
lect of a guest to pay on demand
raises a presumption of fraudulent in-
tent. i

. MEDICINE IS SENT

U. S. Ships, Army and Me:r-
chant Maring Ordered to
Assist Sufferers.

Washington, Sept. 5. —-President
Coolidge, taking cognizance of the un-
paralleled. disaster which has visited
Japan, without waiting for official con-
firmation, this afternoon issued an ap-
peal to the American people for con-
tributions., ' The President has asked
that the American Red Cross be the
medium through which aid is given to
Japan.

The President, after consultation
with the State Department, issyed the
following appeal: :

“T'o the people of the United States:
" “An overwhelming. disaster has
overtaken the people of the friendly
nation of Japan. While its extent has
not as yet been officially reported,
enough is 'known tg justify the state-
ment that the cities of Tokio and Yo-
kohama and surrounding towns and
villages have been largely if not com-
pletely destroyed by earthquake, fire
and flood, with a resultant -appalling
loss of life and destitution and distress,
requiring measufes of urgent relief.

YGMAN'S BODY IS
FOUND IN SUITCASE

and Legs Missing in Find

Tyngsboro, Mass., Sept. 5—The
torso of a woman was found in a suit-
case floating in the Merrimac River
here. There was no clue to the iden-
tity.

An automobile party which had
stopped on the bank of the river saw
the suitcase floating down stream and
notified a policeman. He got a pole and
brought the receptacle ashore. On
opening it he discovered the headless
body. The legs also were missing.

The police began an investigation to
determine if any 'woman in this section
were missing. Tyngsboro is a small
town on the New Hampshire border
half way between the cities of Lowell,
Mass., and Nashua, N. H. The State
‘highway runs close to the river and
there is a bridge in the centre of the
village. -

The torso had been in the watereofor
about five hours, according to Medical
Examiner Alling. The appearance of
the hands indicated that the' woman
had not done hard work. She was
about 30 years of age and of medium
height.

The police learned that an automo-
bile drove along the boulevard that
parallels the river opposite the shore
near which the suitcase was discov-
ered. Traveling at high speed, accord-
ing to Charles L. Nelson, who lives
nearby, the open car crossed the
Tyngsboro bridge and crashed through
a fence in' making the turn into the
highway, but resumed its journey be-
fore he could reach it. There were two
persons in the car.

The suitcase was found a quarter of
a mile below the bridge.

Lake Hurst, N. J., Sept. 5.—The
rigid airship SR-1 of the U. S. navy
made its first trial flight over the nav-
al air station here late yesterday. The
monster ship rose rapidly.to a height
of 1,000 feet and headed east for the
Atlantic ocean. After flying in circles
about the field for an hour, the ship
came safely to earth and was towed
into the hangar. Government  officials
professed to be satisfied with the trial.

The SR-1 is 680 feet long and 78 feet
in greatest diameter. She has a helium
gas capacity of 2,150,000 cubic feet.
She is manned by a crew of 22 and 9
officers, and has a ground crew of 800.

magnitude of the catastrophe has not
been overdrawn.

In only one dispat'ch has: there been
a suggestion that the death list will
not reach the proportions 'already in-
dicated. This was a message from the
Radio Corporation of America - in
Japan which said ihe Japanese hoihe
cifice estimated the dead in Tokio at
10,000, in Yokohama at 100,000.

On the other hand, Admiral Edwin
A. Anderson, commanding the U. 5.
Asiatic fleet, says the-latest unofricial
reports give the casualties in the capi-
tal and Yokohama as 240,000 dead and
456,000 injured.

Another estimate, this one coming
from the Eastern News Agency, says

that 820,000 persons have been killed
in the entire stricken districts.

Report Fresh Calamity. -

Fresh calamity has overtaken smit-
ten Tokio apd the terror stricken rem-
nants of its population. Nearly 10,000
people, seeking refuge in the yard of
a military clothing factory located in
a suburb, were trapped by flames and
burned to death. Food and water are
scarce in the capital.

Two hundred and sixteen earth
shocks were felt in Tokio last Satur-
Gay, followed by fifty-seven on Sun-
day. The most severe tremor was of
gix minutes duration.

The flames that swept the capital
burned for fifty hours, leaving Tokio
and its eavirons in ruins and desola-
tion. Fire and earth convulsions to-
gether have devastated an area of
twenty-one square miles in and about
Tokio, demolishing 850,000 houses.

The suffering of Yokohama, too,
appears not to have been exaggerated.
An official statement received by U.
‘Oyama, the Japanese consul general
in San Francisco, says that the great
port itself and the Yokosuka naval
station have been wiped out.

From Osaka comes a despatch as-
serting that a new volcano has broken
into activity in the Chichuhu range,
fifty miles northwest of Tokio.
