Quebec Forbids Building Border Houses; 
Step Taken in War Against Bootleggers

Quebec, Jan. 31—Trouble Is brewing for bootleggers and others who 
take advantage of International and interprovincial conditions for unlaw­
ful purposes. Honore Mercier, Minister of Lands and Forests, will Introduce 
a bill to prevent the building of houses on International and interprovincial 
boundary lines, and the United States and sister provinces In Canada are 
expected to enact similar legislation.

Under the projected bill It will be Impossible to build a house partly In 
Canada and partly in the United States, or partly In Quebec and partly In 
Ontario, or partly In Quebec and New Brunswick. Houses under this law 
cannot be built within sixty feet of the border line of the Province of 
Quebec In either direction. When the United States, Ontario and New 
Brunswick pass similar legislation It will become harder for bootleggers and 
others engaged In unlawful commerce to carry on.

As things are now, a house can and It Is difficult to make an arrest, 
since it Is Impossible for an officer of Quebec, thre United States, Ontario 
or New Brunswick, as the case may be, to establish In what jurisdiction 
the offense was committed.

The bill proposed here Is a recognition on the part of the Quebec Gov­
ernment of the fact that while Quebec is a wet province, our neighbors are 
officially dry, and that friendly relations require that we aid our neigh­
bors.
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
