THE TROUBLE
SOUTH AFRCA

Cape Town, Oct. 18—Solomon G.
Maritz, who has rebelled, fought in the
Boer war with the rank of commandant.
News dispatches in the early part of No-
vember 1901, described his military ac-
tivity and an December 10 of the same
year he was reported wounded,

In the summer of 1904 the adminis-
tration of German Southwest Africa was
confronted with a rebellion of the native
Hereros and in the early part of July
Germany admitted her inability to cope
with the movement, She asked aid of
England. In response the British gov-
ernment granted Gérmany permission to
engage Maritz, who then had the title of
general as a military advisor to General
Trotha, commander of the German
troops in-South Africa. Two steamships
conveyed General Maritz,” ten Boer offi-
cers and 500 Boer marksmen from Cape-
town to Swakopmund from which place
they advanced to join the German forces.

he rebellion among-the forces ~¢ the
Northwest Cape province has been brew-
ing since the resignation of General

Beyers as commander in chief of the|'

union forces. As soon as the govern-
ment realized this situation it sent Col-
onel Britz to relieve Maritz of his com-
mand. Colonel Britz then discovered
that Maritz was cou'x‘manding German
troops as well as his own, and that he
had German guns in his possession.
Maritz, who had been given the Ger-
man rank of general, had arrested those
of his officers and men who were unwill-
ing to join the Germans and had sent
them as prisoners of war to German
Southwest Africa.

According to an official statement, an
agreement was drawn up between Mar-
itz and the governor of German South-
west Africa, guaranteeing the indepen-
dence of the union as a republic ceding
Walfish bay and other parts of the
union to the Germans, and undertaking
that the Germans should invade the
union only if Maritz asked them te do
80,

Maritz boasted that he possessed large
supplies of guns, rifles, ammunition and
money obtained from the Germans and
that he would overrun the whole of
South Africa.

“In_view of this state of affairs,” con-
cludes an official statement, “the gov-
ernment is taking most drastic steps to
quell this rebellion and punish all rebels
and traitors according to their deserts.”

PUUTING LOCAL FUND
ON PERMANENT BASIS

The local committee of the Canadian
Patriotic Fund is now engaged in com-
pleting arrangemients for placing its
work upon a permanent basis. So far
the committee has met the calls made
by the soldiers’ families as they came
along in order to avoid any distress
while the government was completing
arrangements for the payment of the
soldiers and the distribution of the sep-
aration allowances to their families.
Now that matters are getting straight-
ened away the need for a more definite
system is being “recognized and steps
are being taken to make the payments
to the local soldiers’ families upon a
regular scale,

The monthly allowance is based upon
an estimate of thé cost of maintaining
the family in reasonable comfort. From
this amountis deéducted the amount of
the separation allowance, any wages
paid to the family’ by the former em-
ployer of the soldier, earnings of mem-
bers of ‘the family or other sources of
income. .
