PLAN EARLY FOR
GARDENS OF 1918

Seeds and: Commercial Fertil-

4 izers Likely to be Scarce and
High — Advice ' of " "the
Experts

Now is the time to plan home gardens
for 1918. The demand for vegetables

will be greater this year than it was last,
Jand production’may be more difficult.
Seeds will be scarce and there is likely
to be a shortage of commercial fertilizers.
Owners of farms, , suburban property
and back yard lots '$hould buy seeds as
soon as the spring catalogues are avail-
able and should secure-the necessary fer-
tilizers from stables, street department
or -abattoirs. So far as possible, resid-
ents should purchase their seeds and fer-
tilizers in the city or town in which they
reside, thus relieving the overtaxed mail
service and transportation systems. The
home garden should be plﬂned out on
paper within the next few: weeks. The
plan should be drawn to Scales, allot-
ing spaces !0 be devoted to the/various
vegetables and arranging the plots so
that some sections can be used for early
vegetables and then replanted for late
vegetables.

The foregoing is the advice of experts
in the Department of Agriculture. “How
shall we get our garden plots ready?” is

Add these materials to
the compost heap so as to insure as large
a’supply as possible of suitable material
with the smallest practicable use of com-
mercial fertilizers. . This is desirable to]
insure plant food and to save expense‘
Cpmmercial fertilizers -are - scarce . and
high, and in garden :worlseven:. Wwhen
such materials are abundant and rela-|
tively cheap, they cannot-entirely  re-:
place stable manure and compost. Each
city or town should be able to supply |
the major part of the needs of its gard-

BRITISH HOMES OPEN DOORS
TO THE U. S. SOLDIERS,

Liverpool, Feb. 4—The Liverpool Ro-
tary Club has started a scheme for the
opening up of British homes to Ameri-
can soldiers fighting in France, when
they get a brief respite from the trenches:
Several homes have already announced
their w:llmgness to accept one or/two
men and it is proposed to send pnrticu-
lars of the scheme to all Brifish and
Irish clubs, inviting their co-operation.
