Born in Hong Kong, She
Spent Most of Early
Years in Orient

FIRST SAW INSIDE OF
THEATRE IN THE U.S.

Of British Parentage, She Is
Proud of Birthright—
Likes St. John.

Born of a Scottish father and an
English mother behind the massive sea
wall that shuts out the waters of the
South China Sea from Hong Kong,

~ Britain’s great port on the southwest-
* ern coast of China; spending her early

girlhood years in picturesque Bangkok,
capital of the tiny kingdom of Siam, a
fetww hundred miles farther south;
schooled in the great, growing western
country of the United States, and now
playing her first engagement under the
flag which flies over the oriental island
upon which she first saw the light of
day—this, in short, is a story woven
from the high lights in the career of
Miss Nancy Duncan, the attractive
little lady who is leading woman for
the F. James Carroll Players, at the
St. John Opera House.

In her brief stay in St. John Miss
Duncan has won the hearts of thous-
ands -with her -clever artistry, her
charming manner and her dainty ap-
pearance; but to the few who have met
her personally and talked with her, she
has exhibited other attributes which
have marked her as’a young lady of
refinement, well educated, an interest-
ing conversationalist and an all-round
good sport.

Her Life in the Orient.

Of her life in Hong Kong Miss Dun-
can remembers Jittle; she went with
her parents at the early age of four to
make their home in Bangkok, whence
her father was transferred to take
charge of a large British dry dock.
I{ere she remained for ten years and
it is the great ambition of her life to
0. back there some day and tisit the
seenes of her childhood. She longs once
wore to wander along the clear-watered
tanais wiiich substitute for streets in
tiic greater part of the Siamese capital;
to stand upon the banks of the lazy
Menam river which the city straddles
and watch the native population across
the stream scrambling up the ladders

which constitute the means of access
to their card-like shacks, propped up on
spindly poles; to visit again the ro-
mantic castle of the Siamese king, situ-
ated only a few miles along the same
side of the river as the European col-
ony, ‘and perhaps to get a glimpse,
within its walls, of the famous white
elephants, some of which are still kept
there, and an image of which forms
the insignia on the flag of the country.

The desire to return-to the scene of
her early life was heightened about two
years ago when, while filling an en-
gagement in Kalamazoo, Michigan, she
met a lady, Mrs. King, whose husband
was United States ambassador to Siam
during the years that Miss Duncan
spent there. -They had a real “days-
that-used-to-be” chat, which freshened
for the little leading lady her memories
of some of her girthood haunts.

Comes to the U, S,

After spending about 10 years im
Siam, Miss Duncan came with her
parents to the motherland where_ after
a short visit with relatives in England
and Scotland, the family moved to the
United States, making their home in
Portland, Oregon, where other mem-
bers of her parents’ families had be-
come residents some few years before.
Having previously crossed the Pacific
on a visit to the Old Country, Miss
Duncan thus completed the full circuil
of the globe.

It was here for the first time that
Nancy saw the inside of a theatre, and
it was here that there was born in
her a desire to adopt the stage as a
profession. It was not a growing am-
bition—it was one that descended on
her in one sudden swoop—and it was
not to be appeased. Protest, cajoling,
even mild threats, failed to turn her
aside from her purpose, even though
she, at times, almost despaired of an

The Stage Claims Her,

But tenacity—and the influence of
some staunch friends—brought realiza-
tion to her dreams. George L. Baker,
now Mayor of Portland, consented to
entrust to Miss Duncan a sheaf of
wordless parts as an extra in “The
Sign of the Cross.” To her lot fell
such bits as page boy, court woman
and others in the mob scenes, etc.

It was here that Nancy got her. first
stage shock—when they handed her
the abbreviated costume in which she
was to appear as a page boy.

“How will I ever be able to appear
before the public in that? What will
the 'folks think?” These were the
thoughts that galloped through her
mind. But she was not going to let
even that stand in the way of the
attainment of her ambition—but the
realization did not prove half so ter-
rorizing as the anticipation—and she
was launched upon her career.

The Struggle Upward.

From extra she gradually worked
her way up the theatrical ladder until,
when” the great war spread its cruel
talons over her adopted country, Miss
Duncan was working whole time as
ingenue in the Baker company. Her
brother and several uncles responding
to the call to the colers both in the
United States and in England. and her
parents having died previously, Miss
Duncan withdrew from active work to
care for her grandmother, who then
was well advanced in years.

With the dawn of peace, she resumed
her vocation and, after a couple of
years in the west, came to New York
and for the last four years has been
filling engagements in the Eastern
States, the principal of which were with
the S. Z. Poli Players in Worcester and
Brockton, Mass., and with the E. F.
Albe Players in Providence, R. I

Back Under Union Jack.

Always loyal to her birthright, Miss
Duncan ever had -lived in hopes of
playing in Canada, so that when she
and Mr. Carroll met and a St. John
contract was proposed, Nancy, in her
impulsive manner, said, “Sure,” and
signed on the dotted line. Nor has she
one regret; she has enjoyed her stay
in St. John.

“You can say for me that I appre-
ciate deeply all the kindnesses thal
have been extended to me while I have
been here; the people have showed
their appreciation of my efforts and the
splendid work of the other members of
the company to please them—for that
I am more than grateful. , I hope i
shall stay long and, when A must go,
that I will be able to say, ‘au revoir’
rather than ‘good bye’ I hope also
that.it will be my good fortune to he
associated always with such friends as
Mr. Carroll and the other members of
the Players here have proved them-
selves to be.”
