h (Special to the Times.)
London, April 16.—Premier Asquith’s 

proposal for disposing of the budget 
of 1909-10 by allowing only a little over 
a week for discussion will meet with 
uncompromising opposition from the 
Unionists. It is reported also that the 
Nationalists are not inclined to sup­
port the government. According to the 
present programme the Commons on 
April 13th will be asked to pass a mo­
tion for closuring various stages of the 
discussion without knowing what al­
terations, if any, will be introduced 
into the new bill.

It was disclosed during a discussloif 
at Friday's meeting of the streets, 
sewers and bridges committee of the 
city council that it is the intention of 
Mayor Morley to arrange to submit t > 
the ratepayers at an early date a 
series of money by-laws—chief among 
which will be measures providing for 
loans for the Sooke Lake scheme, for 
the extension of the sewerage system 
and the improvements of .the trunk 
roads. The one matter which presses 
for attention more than another is that 

' of the extension of the sewerage sys­
tem. The city is expanding so rapidly 
in every direction that new mains 
jnust be laid, and in several cases 
where the property owners have ap­
plied for the same, important works 
of local improvemeht have had to be 
postponed in consequence of the in­
ability o.f the council to proceed with 
the laying down of new sewers.

Water Commissioner Raymur anil 
City Engineer Bryson submitted re­
ports in writing at Friday’s meet­
ing explanatory of what had occurred 

’ on Michigan street in respect to the 
tearing up of that thoroughfare, after 
the same haul been macadamized, for 
the purpose of laying down water con­
nections. The whole thing had ap­
parently been the result of a misunder­
standing and on the assurance from 
both officials that it was not likely to 
occur again, it was allowed to drop.

It was decided to proceed with the 
work on Amphion street, petitioned for 
by the property owners on the local 
improvement system.

The city engineer was instructed to 
proceed with the rock-surfacing of 
Fernwood road from Denman street to 
Çedar Hill road, the matter of putting 
in sewerage connection to lay in abey­
ance.

City Engineer Smith was instructed 
to interview the contractors in charge 
of building operations on Government 
street, with the idea of seeing whether 
arrangements caîmot be made w;hlch 
will be more satisfactory to the ad­
jacent shop-keepers, who have com­
plained of the street being blocked to 
such an extent that they have suffered 
a loss of business. He submitted a 
report advising certain amendments to 
the by-law to- meet the situation, arid 
this was referred to' the legislative 
committee.

New Orleans, La., April 16.—Several 

deaths are reported as a result of a 
second heavy storm which swept Mis­
sissippi, Louisiana, Arkansas and 
Tennessee early to-day. The storm fol­
lowed one which occurred late yester­
day and did considerable damage.

Jackson, thé capital of Mississippi, is 
cut off from communication to-day. 
At 10 o'clock last night a brief 
bulletin was sent out saying a tornado 
had struck the city. Since then no word 
has come from it.

More than 100 miles of wire are down 
in the Jackson region, and it Is feared 
that the storm which struck there has 
played havoc not only in the city itself, 
but in the surrounding community.

The first storm, which swept the 
states affected late last night, did 
heavy damage. Railroads have been 
washed out, telegraph and telephone 
wires are down, isolated plantations 
wrecked, and many of the smaller 
towns and cities heavily damaged.

Como. Marigold and Jonestown, Miss., 
were struck by the full force of the 
storm! Houses were unrodfed and some 
were lifted from their foundations.

The storm which was at first a vio­
lent gale, developed later Into a driving 
rain which added to the heavy damage 
wrought by the wind. In some regions 
five Inches of water fell. Streams to­
day are out of their banks. Live stock 
has been killed and the farms-and plan­
tations are heavy- sufferers.

The first: storm did the most dam­
age in Mississippi, Tennessee, Eastern 
Arkansas and Kentucky. The second 
storm covered a wider area, sweeping 
through Louisiana,

The second storm was preceded by a 
brisk wind which rose to a gale, and 
further damage to houses and telegraph 
and telephone wires followed.
' Before the second storm broke, re­
ports of alarming conditions the 
storm swept regions caused grave" ap­
prehension. It is feared that a num­
ber of persons have been Injured in 
falling buildings. Efforts are being: 
made to restore communication with 
Jackson. It is feared that the city may 
he cut off from the outisde world for 
some hours yet. No effort will be made 
at organized relief until more definite 

of the damage has been received.

London, April, 16.—The newspapers 
here take an alarming view of tl: 
foreign uprising in China. They ex­
press the fear to-day that the uprising 
will be worse than the Boxer disturb­
ances of 1900.

The opinions are based on government 
advices, indicating widespread increas­
ing hostility on the part of the Chi­
nese towards foreigners.

The News to-day declares the trou­
ble is due to a “recrudescence of the 
national movement against foreigners, 
who generally, and often justly, are re­
garded as mere concession hunters."

“The anti-foreign movement is no 
longer in the hands of fanatics,'' the 
News continues, “but Is directed by a 
new generation of student Chinese. 
The authorities are constantly encour­
aging the movement. What is happen­
ing in Chang Sha is only a symptom 
of what is boiling the people's blood 
throughout the Chinese empire."

Government circles likewise are tak­
ing a pessimistic view of the uprising, 
and fear that the uprising may grow.

A resolution approving of the action 
of the Dominion government in ap­
pointing a commission to inquire into 
the progress of technical education, 
was unanimously adopted by the board 
of trade at its quarterly meeting on 
Friday.

A. W. McCurdy drew the attention 
of the board to the matter.' Having 
read some extracts from the speech of 
Hon. W. L. Mackenzie King, announc­
ing the government's intention, Mr. Mc­
Curdy said:

"It seems to me this action is a move 
in the right direction arid especially ap­
plicable to the province of British 
Columbia, which is a new province, rich 
in natural resources and with harbors 
open all the year. The sooner we 
get young men and women trained 
along technical lines the more rapidly 
will our province be developed along 
all the lines of progress. When the 
commission is appointed we should wel­
come them to British Columbia and to 
Victoria to study our needs, and with 
this in view I beg to more the follow­
ing resolution:

“ ‘The Victoria board of trade desires 
to express its approval of the appoint­
ment by the Dominion government of 
a commission to visit all parts of Can­
ada and report upon the advisability 
of establishing technical schools in 
every province of the Dominion.’ ”

C. H. Lugrin referred to the great 
benefit of . technical education in Ger­
many and to the benefits found in On­
tario. British Columbia was peculiar­
ly a country where something of the 
kind was needed, and if such a system 
could be devised it would do great good.

F. A. Paulinq thought that a system 
of technical education throughout the 
Dominion would greatly lessen the 
pressure on the high schools in all the 
provinces. It would be found that hun­
dreds of young people would avail 
themselves of the opportunity to at­
tend such a course and fit themselves 
for a life of industry. Nothing the gov­
ernment could do would so benefit the ‘ 
country as the establishment of a tech­
nical educational system.

The resolution was unanimously 
adopted.

Toronto, April 16.—After getting all 

possible information and listening to 
the arguments of those Interested, the 
Ontario government has decided on 
certain increases which, while they will 
bring in a substantial increase in tim­
ber dues, will not prove injurious to 
or embarrass the interests of the lum­
ber trade. The dues on timber limits 
have been increased from $1 to $1.50 
per thousand feet, board measurement, 
dues on square timber have been in- 
reased from $20 to $50 per thousand 

cubic feet, hemlock dues have been 
increased by 25 cents per thousand feet 
board measurement. Other small but 
important increases also have been 
made. Ground rents are increased and 
owners of timber limits must in future 
pay their own fire rangers.

The sand and gravel proposition con­

fronting the city will not down. It 
keeps cropping up constantly, ami a so­
lution seems as far off as ever. There 
is growing dissatisfaction against the 
system at present employed by the 
city in the execution of construction 
work where material of this class is 
required, and the matter will no doubt 
be ventilated at Monday evening’s 
meeting of the city council.

A well known building contractor 
said to the Times this morning: "The 
action of the city council in authorizing 
the use of broken rock in lieu of sand 
is quite indefensible. This material 
is costing the city $1.80 per yard, while I 
gravel can be obtained by any private 
contractor in any quantity for $1.40 per 
yard. This makes a difference in 
favor of the gravel of 40 cents per 
square yard. But this is not all. 
Crushed rock requires to be mixed be­
fore using with one-half a yard more 
of sand than gravel requires. This 
costs 60 cents. Then It costs a fur­
ther 10 cents to wheel and lmix the 
crushed rock, making the total extra 
cost of the crushed rock over gravel 
of $1.10 per square yard.”

Rt. Rev. John Dart was born in 

Devonshire in 1899 and educated there. 
He was ordained as deacon in 1860 and 
priested In 1861 by the Bishop of Co­
lombo. The early years of his minis­
terial life were spent tn Ceylon, where 
he was warden of St. Thomas Theologi­
cal College, and private and examining 
chaplain to the Bishop of Colombo. He 
subsequently entered at St. Mary’s 
Hall, Oxford, graduating as B.A. in 
1867 and proceeding to his master’s de­
gree in 1871. For some years he was 
vice-principal and lecturer in science 
at St. Peter’s College, Peterborough, 
Engltnd. In 1876, the late bishop ac­
cepted the presidency of the University 
of King's College, Windsor, N. S., and 
was appointed a canon 
cathedral. The following year he re­
ceived the degree of D.C.L. from that 
university, at the head of which he re­
mained until 1885. He was then ap­
pointed as organizing secretary of the 
S.P.G; for the diocese of Manchester 
and retained that position for ten 
years. On the death of Bishop of Sil- 
letoe, Dr. Dart was selected by the 
Archbishop of Canterbury as second 
bishop of New Westminster. His ap­
pointment was recommended by a com­
mittee consisting of Bishop Perrin (Co­
lumbia), Bishop Ridley (Caledonia), 
Bishop Temple (London), and the 
Bishop of Manchester, the diocese hav­
ing delegated its authority to them as 
the result of a deadlock. He was con­
secrated in St. Paul’s cathedral on 
June 29th, 1895, received the degree of 
D.D. from Oxford University and was 
enthroned in his cathedral on Novem­
ber 20th.
