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TWO SCORE PASSENGERS
KILLED IN COLLISION

Report that Operator Was Asleep at
His Post and Failed to Hold
Train.

Pueblo, Colo.,, Manch 16.—Some two
score lives were crushed out early to-
day in a head-on collision of two pas-
senger trains néar Adobe, Colorado, on
thé Denver & Rio Grande railroad, and
more than a score of the victims were
incinerated beyond identification by a
fire that destroyed the wrecked coach-
es. Many others were injured, but all
probably will recover.

The “wreck was due to undelivered
orders, heavy mountain grades, a
blinding snowstorm, a sharp curve and
the-slippery condition of the rails. Only
the locomotives, baggage and day
coaches were wrecked, the sleeping
cars escaping almost unscathed.

Many of the déad Were homeseekers,
bound for the Northwest. The three
crushed locomotives set fire to the
splintered coaches -and it was hours
before all the bodies were recovered,
the flarmes being so hot, the rescuérs
could not approach the debris until
thé fuel had burned out.

it was a stormy night in the moun<
tain canyons whén the two heavy
trains mét. The blindihg storm dark-
éhed the gorges and the speed was not
high. Suddenly the héadlights flash-
éd out, and it was réalized by the en-
ginéers that something was Wronhg.

Aecéording to Fireman J. H. Smith
of the westbound train, Engineer Wal-
ter Cosléette applied thé emergency
brake, but the slippéry rails alléwed
the romenitum of the heavy trdia to
carry it on to the fatal crash. The im-
pact was scareély hoticeablé;, but theé
trains crashed and ground into edch
other.

Fireman Srhith was the énly one of
ihé engine erews tb escape. The bag-
gage car of the westbound train broke
in twoe ahd the three coachés were
squeezed together. The baggage car;
the mail car and a coéach of the east-
bound train buckled.

Cause of Collision.

Denver, March 16.—It is reported
here that an operator’s failure to de-
liver a train order was the cause of
the collision. The first orders given the
two trains were that they should meet
at Adebe. Later, it is understood, the
dispatcher wired Operator S. F. Live-
ly, at Swallows, ten miles east of the
scene of the wreck, to hold the west-
bound train there until the eastbound
train number 16 should pass. When
number 16 reached Florence, its crew
was notified to run on to Swallows.
Meantime number 3, failing to receive
its new orders at Swallows, pushed on
westward. Operator Livély was asl¢ep,
it is said, when number 3 passed Swal-
lows. When asked by the dispatcher
at Pueblo if it had passed, he answer-
ed “No.” A warrant is out for his ar-
rest.

Hardly had the noise of the wreck
ceased when a sheet of fire ran threugh
the shattered cars. In the forward
coach of the westbound train every
seat was occupied by passengers, most
of whom were homeseekers. Many for-
eigners were among- them and in their
terror they succumbed without at-
tempting to reach safety, being roasted
alive. The cooler ones seeing their
danger rushed for the windows and
doors, and with the aid of the passen-
geérs in the rear of the train and those
members of the train erew who were
unhurt, reached the open air. Many
were injured by the rough handling
they received or by flying glass.
~ It is impossible to determine the ex-
act number of deaths on account of
the incineration of many bodies.

The moénetary damage is $600,000.
Much baggage and mail were destroy-
ed.

Thirty-Six Were Killed.

Pueblo, Col,, March 17.—While the
exact number of lives lost in the Adobe
wreek, on the Denver & Rio Grande
railroad, will never be known, it will
undoubtedly take rank among the
great disasters in the history of rail-
roading.

Conservative estimates on the loss of
life place the number of dead at 36.
Sixteen charred and mangled and un-
recognizable bodies lie in the Pueblo
morgue, five other persons are known
to be dead and possibly a score of
bodies were burned to ashes.

There was not a single entire body
recovered from the wreckage, with the
exception of the enginemen, who, al-
though mangled, had not been reached
by the flames that swept through the
wrecked cars.

Bits of charred flesh and piles of
bones were all to indicate holocaust
had occurred, but it was seen that so
far as the search progressed no less
than 36 persons had perished.

Freight Trains Collide.

West Wingham, N. H., March 17.—
Two freight trains on thé Worcester,
Nassau & Portland division of the Bos-
ton & Maine railroad, collided head-on
near the local station early to-day, and
two men were killed and two seriously
injured. The dead are Fireman Mec-
Lean and Brakeman Tarbell. The in-
jured trainmen were taken to a hos-
pital at Lawrence, Mass.

The trains met on the main track. It
was stated that failure te deliver or-
ders to onhe of the trains was the cause
of the accidént.

Operator Responsible.

Denver, Col., March 17.—At the office
of the general manager of the Denver
& Rio Grande railway to-day the an-
nouncement was made officially that
E. A. Lively, night operator at Swal-
lows, was wholly responsible for the
collision at Adobe yesterday. He was
asleep at his post, it is said, when
train No. 3, to which he was to have
delivered an order went by. Latér he
reported to the train dispatcher at
Pueblo that No. 3 had not passed
Swallows.

THE ALGECIRAS DEADLOCK:
Stocks Weak on Bérlin Bourse—French
Indisposed to Lend Money.

Berlifi; March 15:+=Thé delay at ars|

riviig at an agreémient at Algeciras
caused a recurrence of the mild pessi-
mism which was evident on the Bourse
to-day. Imperial threes declined and
the monéy market was slightly affect-
ed as the French are indisposed to lend
money freely until the Moroccan ques-
tion is settled.

No one mentions war as a remote
possibility, but the fihanees of Gor-
many are so closely eonnected with in-
ternational politics that investment
and speculation are affected by the
deadiock at Algéciras, wheéh it is was
believed here that the whole question
was as good as settled.”

Delegates Hopeful.

Algeciras, Spain, March 16.—The dele-
gates of the powers, to the Moroccan
conference are more hopeful, as the
French and Gérmans “after communi-
cating with their governments show
1éss rigidity than they did previous te
so deing.

Sir Arthuf Niéholson, head of the
British mission, is exercising an im-
portant and perhaps decisive influence
towards the conference. In supporting
the French delegates hé maintains that
they should do their share towards
sécuring an adjustmerit, and theréfore,
advises them to aceept a modified form
of the Austfian polite projéct, such as
a modification providing that the in-
spector-general shall fnerely inspect,
but not command the Franco-Spanish
police.

It is pointed out in British quarters
that Germany having cénceded the im-

portant principle of a Franco-Spanish |

policé, Framce should ¢onééde theé de- |
tail of an inspector-generalship with- |

out comimhand. Moréover, it is claimed
thdt a police foree thus organized would
assure French prédoriinance in Mor=
oceo.

The French hesitate to agreé to this,
believing that a foreéign inspécior-gen-
eral stationed at Casaolance is a ruse
to secure a basé for future German in-
fluencé and intrigueé.

It is undérstood, howeéver, that Great
Rritain offers to co-opérate with
France against the realization of such
a design and therefore it is believed
that the French and Germans will
agree to' a modification of the inspec=
tor-general’s authority and that this
will be the basis of an agreement.

The delegates hope that the next
session will be decisive and are defer-
ring the meeting wuntil assured that
both sides are prepared to accept the
modified nreject.

Attitude of France.

Paris, March 16.-——Officials here say
there is no chance of runture at Alge-
ciras. While not disposed to accept the
Austrian plan to have an inspector-
general stationed at Casablanca, exer-
cising command over the Franco-Span-
§sh police in Morocto, France is willing
Lo consider a ‘modified vlan by which
the ingpector-general shall confine his
duties to inspection without having
command or control of the police. An
agreement along these lines is consid-
=red prohable.

Await French Proposal.

Berlin, March 16.—Herr Von Rado-
witz and Count Ven Tattenbach, re-
spectively the first and second dele-
gates of the German mission to the
Moroccan conference, are awaiting at
Algeciras as the French delegates
offer a substitute to the Austrian po-
lice project which will be discussed in
a cenciliatory spirit, but the foreign
office says no proposal can be accepted
that does not admit of some sort of
effective intérnational supervision. A
feeling almést of indifference is noticed
with the foreign office where all re-
sponsibility for the failu:jnof the con-
ference to agree is disowned.

STORM IN CALIFORNIA,

River Flooded and Pedple Have Moved
to Places of Safety.

Fresno, March 16.—A storm of unpre-
cedented severity has been raging for
sixty hours, and the region between the
San Joaquin and Kings river is threat-
ened with the worst flood in years. The
fall of snow in the mountains exceeds
all records.

Telephone advices from Pine Ridge,
which is at an altitude of 5,000 feet, say
twelve feet of snow has fallen, and at
the summit of the mountains the depth
is twenty-one feet. Both the Kings and
San Joaquin rivers are above the dan-
ger line.

The residents of the Garfield vineyard
region worked all night in a blinding
but their work
went for nothing wheh a huge overflow
wave went sweeping through that re-
gion this morning. Fancher creek, flow-
ing south of Fresno in canals of the
Fresno Irrigation Canal Company, is
beyond control, and is laying waste
vineyards. Already miles of land are
covered with five feet of water. After
a night of terror the six hundred peo-
ple of Laton, on Xing’s river, this
morning moved in a body to the grade
of the Santa Fe railroad.

The levees about Laton are six feet
high, but they are overflowing. Num-
erous bridges are washing out in the
northern colonies. Both the Santa Fe
and the Southern Pacific report num-
erous washouts and train service de-
moralized.

A. MeCall fo récover the ‘yellow dog’
and the $140,000 of policy holders’
money be contributed to the Republican
national campaign in 1896, 1900 and
i904. It was said yestérday that this
opposition Wwas §6 strorig that it would
bé able to defeat thie movement t6 sue.
“It also déveloped yesteérday that the
members of the finance committée who
served at the firfiés the ¢ampaign pay-
rients were made have about complet-
éd a plan to make good the total

amount out of their own pockets.

‘“The opposition to sueing the estate
of McCall has become so open that it
is said the trustees favoring such
action will not dare te bring before the
trustees a resolution authorizing the
procedure. Such a résolution will be
necessary for authorization. It has
only been decided so far to sue McCall
personally. But no matter what may
be done with reference to the MeCaH
estate suits will be brought against
Hamilton for restitution.”

BANKER THREATENED.
Receives Letter Demanding the Sum
of Five Thousand Dollars.

New York, March 17.—Detective Ser-
géant Petrosino, of the éity police, is
trying t6 fihd the author of a létter re-
ceived last Sunday by John Bozzuffi,
thé Italian banker and father of An-
tonio Bozzuffi, who was kidnapped by
Italians and held 48 hours for a ran-
som. The lettér, which bears a skull
and crossbohes, says: “Do not thinhk
that your son escaped. We simply did
not want to spill itinecént bleod. We
want now the miserablée sum of $5,000,
ctherwise great harm will fall upon

your head.”

The letter was written in Italian in
“Blackhand” style, but there was no
signatutre. Bozzuffi said he was not
afraid of being harmed, but had turn-
ed the léetter over to the police as an
crdinary precaution. He is careful
about his visitors, however, and will
not admit a stranger to his house.

Indianapolis, March 17.—Coal opera-
tors are arriving for the joint confer-
enice with the miners, which will bé-
gin on Monday. Six hundred bitumin-
ous coal operators are expected. It has
alréady déveloped that there are wide
differences of opinion. ¥. L. Robbins,
of Pittsburg, presidént of the Pittsburg
Coal Company, is said to favor an in-
crease of wages in that district. Opér-
ators of Ohio, Indiana and Illinois will
oppose any increase.

It was reported this afternéon, on
what seemed to be very high authority,
that thé report of thé scale committee
made in the convention yesterday and
adopted, is regarded as virtually re-
pealing the Ryan resolution, which
there will be no effort to revive. This
course would permit of each district
signing a wage scale independently of
the others.

McCall) ever $§ince his flame was first
méntioned duting the investigation in
connection with the great sums of
money shown to have Heén paid to him
during the past ten years on aécount
of his legal and legislative work for
the New York Lifé and 6thef insurance
compariies. It would be diffieult to ex-
aggerate the sensation produced by his
unexpected appeararnice aid the speéch
which heé held so intensely 4 dramatic
character during the Whéle episode.
His face flushed and His voice trem=
bling with passion, hig afms wupraiséed
and his firsts c¢linched, Mr. Hamilton
poured forth a

Flood of Dentinciation

and inveective upon meéiabérs of the
board of trusteés of the Néw York Life
Insurance Company, several of whoin
were present, dJdenouneing them as
“curs and traitors,” and paying special
attention to one unnamed, whom he
described as the “Pécksniff 'of three ad-
ministrations, the eonfldante of the
Beers scandal gnd author of the Beers
pension, who rotates through o6he ad-
ministration and anothkér and thinks
that he is going to be an indispensable
member of yet another.”

“And do you think,” he déemanded,
“that the inan who héid the same rela-
tion to Mr. Beers that I did to Mr.
McCall would sit for thirteen years
since and not know how the expendi-
tures that weére made were t6 be, and
where disbursed? Y&t he and such like
him sit, not judging me as peers, but
judging me as conquervrs, talking
about ‘yellow dogs.’”

Judge Hamilton’s attack on the trus=
tees of the New York Life was made
only the moré dramatic by the fact
that he immediately followed J. H. Mc-
Intosh, general solicitor of the com-
pany; who had been eulogizing the
members of that board and challenging
any man to give reasons why they
should be removed from effice, ag con-
templated by the pending legislation.
The only name he mentioned was that
of the late President McCall, in the
references to whom and to whose death
he

Displayed Markéd Emeotion.

He spoke of Mr. McCall
with the blame

having been shoul&:’l
—“The only one, fif: dead mbin, killed,

that they drove to.his grave and de-
serted.” He declared that the mem-
ory of this man had appealed to him
““to come down here and say something
for him, and just a word for himself.”
He declared that every payment to
himself by the New York Life was
made with the knowledge and approval
of trustees, especially of the finance
and auditing committees. He pointed
out that if there had beent anything
the matter with his vouchers for these
payments it was their duty to bring
him to book for it.
