\ork, Aug. 7.—Representatives 
Of the Trunk Line Association and the 
steamship lines of this itod other 
United States ports, had a long con­
ference yesterday at the office of the 
Trunk Line Association, at which the 
question of grain rates east of Buf­
falo was thoroughly discussed.

The' steamship men protested fetrong- 
ly against the high railroad rates on 
export grain east from Buffalo, as 
compared with the rates accepted by 
the railroads from the lake ports to 
Montreal, which they said was killing 
the steamship business from 
York, Philadelphia, Boston and Balti­
more. They ended With an appeal to 
the railroad men to adjust the situa­
tion by a reduction in the east grain 
rates. i?

No conclusion was reached, the rail­
road representatives taking the mat­
te^ under advisement. It is believed, 
however* that a reduction will be 
granted, as the Trunk Line Association 
refused a similar appeal made about 
two months ago by a special commit­
tee of the produce exchange on the 
ground that important changes could 
not be made on grain without affect­
ing rates on other commodities.

The position of the railroad men, it 
is understood, is that the whole' sub­
ject is the old one of competition be­
tween railroads and 'water carriers, 
and that, it is impossible for the for­
mer to compete with the -waterway 
route from Georgian Bay points to 
Montreal. They say that the water 
lines would drop their rates even lower 
than they/ are at present.

The present rate on export grain 
east of Buffalo is 5H cents a bushel, 
as against a 3% cent rate on the water 
route to Montreal.

Constantinople, Aug. 7.—The procla­
mation committee of the Union of Pro­
gress has expressed its satisfaction 
with the composition of the -new min­
istry announced yesterday, and it has 
begged tl^e people to cease their mani- 
fectàtions and permit thoHte connected 
with matters of government to proceed 
with their labors.

■on his wise decision to adopt a consti­
tutional j form of government. i

At Smyrna yesterday a battalion of 
troops which had just returned from 
Salonika forced open the prison and 
liberated all criminals, even those un­
der sentence of death, 
marched them through the town, hold­
ing a peaceful demonstration in favor 
of the constitution.

New San Francisco, Aug. 7.—"A more ra­
tional feeling prevails throughout the 
country in the matter of financial con­
ditions," said Edward H. Harriman 
the railway magnate, last night, while 
discussing the question of prosperity 
and other subjects of interest to the 
people at large. "I feel that there is 
much improvement in the situation. 
With t^e crops growing and those al­
ready gathered, the production in the 
aggregate will be of greater magnitude 
and value this year. This "is the basis 
of prosperity. When the farmers sell 
their crops they will be in the markets 
to buy and thus help the merchant and 
manufacturer.

"The increased cost of material and 
labor is responsible for a great falling 
off in railroad revenue. Labor Is the 
basis of the increase. I do not suppose 
there is a railroad of any importance 
at present paying a fair return on the 
money invested owing to the increased § 
cost of maintenance. There must be a 
decrease in cost or an increase in rates 
to conduct the transportation business 
properly. Railroads assume as much 
risk, if not more, than other enter­
prises, and ought to have a fair margin 
of profit. I am in favor of a compen­
sation that will meet the better facili­
ties afforded by railroads. I do not 
think it advisable to make the increas­
ed rate at this time, but think the peo­
ple and the railroads, together with the 
government, are arriving at a point 
where conditions are better understood 
and that the outcome will be satisfac­
tory to all.

Berlin, Aug. 7.—The Prussian minis­
try of public health has received infor­
mation that Asiatic cholera, as is usual 
at this season of the year, is epidemic 
in the eastern and southwestern dis­
trict of European Russia.
