Diangley .died at 10.30 p.m. .

Nelson 'Dingley, junior, was born in
Durham, Me, 15th. Feb., 1832. - He
graduatéd at Dartmouth in 1855, studied
taw’ and’ Wis wdmitied to the bar in 1836,
but never practiced.

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A ROUGH TRIP.

zit'sh  Steamer ‘Melrose, Encounters

eavy Weather.

PBoston, Jan. 14.—After a rough trip,
during - which- she nearly foundered
owing to a leak in a ballast tank, the
British steamer Melrose, from Barry,
reached port to-day. The Melrose left
Barry on December 23 and three days
later it was found that she was making
water in:No. 1 hold through the ballast
tdnk. Her bilge pump was started and
for a time it kept the water down, but
the increasing gales probably opened the
plates, the leak increasing nntil January
11, when there was six feet of water
over the tank. At midnight on the 11th
a terrific sea. boarded the  steamer and
stoye 'in: the fore main hold doors, dis-
abling - the air. pumps and hand pumps.
. The steamer stopped, falling off into the
trough of the sea and rolling fearfully
until she unshipped four heavy stanch-

A. few repairs were, however, effected
and although leaking over eight inches
an hour the pumps then began to gain on.
‘the water and the Melrose, reached port:
in safety. The steamer on the 10th met
the severe cold wave which passed over
the country on the 11th and 12th and
great masses of ice formed on the rig-
ging.- Frequently the rocking of the
ship would break off huge chunks of iee
and many of the crew had narrow es-
capes from being struck. There were six
inches of ice on the main deck when she
arrived, while the rigging was heavily
Ioaded. :
