Constantinople, Sept. 4.—United States 
Consul Ravendalt telegraphed from 
Beyrout to Minister Leishmann that the 
authorities there have l>een seeking the 
assailant of Vice-Consul Magelssen, but 
the consul is not able to state if he is 
among the persons already arrested. The 
United States cruisers Brooklyn and 
San .Francisco are expected to reach 
Beyrout to-day. Tne report circulated 
by a news agency on September 1st, 
in the United States, that a balloon bomb 
had T»een found near the palace, is with­
out foundation. .

The Turkish officials reports indicate 
the complete success of the military 
operations against the insurgents in -the 
Klissura. district.
