Of course, I fully nnder-
sand that such a change can only be effected
after correspondence with the county as-
sociations and with their consent, but. I am
fctat all certain that better results woald
not be attained were the authority of this
associstion made paramoun$ over the whble
proyince.. I have heard that there is ma
opinion abroad that this association had ‘oc-
complished its-work.- Probably I am only
voicing the thought of a large majority .iof
those who hear, when Isay that I firmly
believe the Sabbath Scliosl work. in
this province is in a much better condition
than it would have been but for the assbei-
ation, but sofar from its work being weddni-
plished, it appears to me it .is only . beggn.
Is the'whole lan1 so fully occupied: that
there are no waste places? .Is every school
open during the whole year? Doss every
school reach all that it might and ought, to
reack? Is every school equipped as it
might and shou!d be to secure the best re-
suits?.

When every
parish has a live association, whea, in every

The delegates attending the Comveation
are all @ tertained during their visit by
citizens of the town. Those whose names
were forwarded to Mr. D. P. MacLachlan,
Secretary of the entertsioment committee,

fufhre work. The satisfactory consideration
and settlement of these matters left ample
room for human wisdom and skill—and for
Divine Help.

Had all the changes suggested in the eatly
stages of the Conierence been carried out, it
would have revolutionized our church and
well nigh made for us a new discipline.
The vast majority of these propositions
found a quiet grave in the vaiious commit-
tees, simply reappearing for & moment to
give the committees a chance to recommend
no change,

The bulk of the work was done in com-
mittee, not by speeches in the Conference—
in fact, some of the persistent speech
of some of the good brethren in the Coufer-
ence very materially hindered the work, in-
stead of helping it.

The work was divided amongst over forty

king
g

committees, arranged in four groups, mesting

at different hours, each member of Confer-
ence being on four or more committees,
giving time and facility for ensuring, as far
as possible, the full and careful considera-
tion of all matters referred to them. The
commiltees ranged in membership from
three to over fifty and their reporta were
largely adcpted without much change by the
Conference.

It was decided not to appoint a second
General Superintendent in place of the late
Dr. Williams. No change was made in the
pastoral term. The decision of the late
Conferencs in the question of College Feder-
ation was re-affirmed by a largely increased
majority, and effective steps taken to ensure
its being carried out. No change was made
ia the stationing committee bLeyond giving
the Quarterly Boards a right to be heard by
their representative before the committee.
The bars were not let down any in the way
of greater indulg for the am t of
the Church. The question of the organiza-
tion of an order of Deaconesses was left to
each annual Conference to do what iaits
judgment was best in interests of the cause
of God,

The Mission Work of the Church received
careful and lengihened review—and whilst
d:ffcrences of opinion in questions of policy
and administration must exist the Society
wa3 proven worthy of the unbounded confi-
dence aund enthusiastic support of the
Church. The last year's income reached
over 220,000 dollars, The fact that last
year, even after missionary grants had been
given, a deficiency on the - estimated salary
of 750 dollars existed, to tlie sericus amount
of over 110,000 dollars, Jeaving mauy of the
ministers with utterly inadequate support,
led the Conference to order that the Annual
Conferences should each maintain their own
Sustentation Fund and as far as possible
pre vent this deficiency in coming years.

The Bo.k and Publishing interests re-
ceived very careful consideration, the extent
\ of the business and the great success of the
Western Book Roon:, especially, naturally
gave cause for gratification, whilst our East-
ern Book Room is steadily pushing cn its
work justifying our confidence and our ef-
forts to increase snd extend its usefulness,
The Guardian, Wesleyan, Magazine, and the
Sunday School papers are each to be streng-
thened and improied during the year. The
circulation of the 8. 8. papers has reached
over 250,000 per issue,

Legislation was carefully considered for
more eflicient care and training of the yonng
people of our Church, both by society
classes, the Sabbath School, and by the in-
creasingly popular Epworth League bringing
them into closer touch and sympathy with
the Church.

In the matter of Church Union, the action
of the standing committce was endorsed.
Neuetssary steps were taken to keep in full
sympathy with the desire for union and re-
commending that there be an interchange of
pulpils and the recognition of a common
brotherhood at the Lord’s table of all desic-
ing church union.

Ou the important question of Temperance
the mind of the Conierence was clearly and
strongly expressed squarely in favour of
national prohibition as well as for personal
abstinence. It recommended that siucere
efforts be made in every constituency in
conventions and at the polls for the election
of sterling temperance men and on no occount
to vote for those who are opposed to prohi-
bition as shown by their votes in parliament
against it. It also strongly recommended
our people to sign no application for Liquor
Licenee, offirming it to be impossible to
license the liquor traffic without sin. A
ideputation was appointed to press upon the
Government the attitude of the Conference
upon the question of Prohibition and also
upon the subject of the notorious abuse of
the Permit System in the Northwest. Ar-
rangements were also made to petition the
Domiunion Parliament for a Prohibitory Law.

An amended constitution was adopted for
a Sabbath School Temperauce Society and
the Discipline was so amended as to read:
¢Ia the administration of the Lord’s supper
non-alcaholic wines shail be used wherever
possibie,”

On the question of Civil Rights, the judg-
ment of the Conference was very pronounc-
ed, maintaining no man, be he white or red,
should be discriminated agaivst by the Gov-
ernment on the ground of religivus opinione.
A stroag protest was made against Romish
aggression in connection with Oka Indian
Affairs, in the Jesuits’ Estate Act and ia the
Public School Question and kindred matters.
A committee was appointed to look after
these questions and act for the Conference.

A vast amount of routive work was done
by the Conference, not perhaps of such gen-
eral intercst, but nane the less important in
its bearing upon the well being of the
church.

Tbe reception of Fraternal Delegates from
other churches and bodies was of more than
paeeing iuterest—irom the British and I1-h
Conferences from M. K. Church south, The
Presbyterian Chureh, The German Metho-
dist Church, The Dritish Methodist Epicco-
pal Charch, brethren came bearing kindly
fraternal greetings. The reception of the
delegates fromn the B. M. E. Charch was an
occasion not easily forgotten. You will fiud
however it you care to seek for it a pretty
full account in the [Witness of Sept. 20th.
Deputations came from the Womeas’ Mis-
sionary Society, the W, C. T. U. aud the
Domiuion Alliance,

The Statistical Report of the Conference
gives the membersbip of the Church as 233-,
863 an increase from 1886 of 36,399.

Local preachers and exhoiters, 3142, an
increase frcm 1886 of 450,

crease from 1886 of 39,030.

Biptisms—Adults, 11,307, infants, 63,975,

Cuurches, 3092, Parsonages, 967.

Value of church property 11,597,491 dol-
lars, an increase of 1,702,44?.

' A review of the whole field of work dur-
-ing-the past.years leads us, as we devoutly
set up its record, to say ‘‘Hitherto hath the
Lord helped us.”

Looking with eager faith to the future
planning, working for great things with the
individual membership of the Church, faith.
ful to duty and to God, undreampt of suc-
cesses may be ours during the coming quad-
rennium, and it may be ours more trustfully,
thankfully and joyously than ever in the
past to say “The best of all is, God is with
ue.”

When the Ccnference was being held we
referred to the introduction of the negro
Bishop, Hawkine. The scene referced to by
Rev. Mr. Marshall was that of the day
after, tnd the report of it, as faithfully
given in the Witness, is very interesting.
We append it, as follows:—

There was a glorious time with Bishop
Hawkins. That beautiful church of St.
James will never riog with louder plaudits
will never witness ascene of greater en-
thusiasm or more heartfclt emotion.

The simple pathos of the Bishop mclted
every heart. His quaint humor convulsed
the staidest man in the Conference. Doc-
tors and professors, owning its power, wert
down before it. But it was his singing that
made the eye moist and put a lump in the
throat and provoked hurricanes of applause
that almost ehook the building, and a gen-
eral waving of haudkerchiefs, from the
Chairman (who is usually reveral degrees
cooler than ice water) to the timidest young
lady in the gallery, and a violent Llowing of
noses throughout the house that made it

JUST GOOD TO BE THERE,
and to see it a!l, and to share in it.

First, the Bishop pfesented the gregtings
of his church, “As I said yosterday,
brethreb, it it almost like & dream. I never
saw such a beautiful church as this. I never
saw such a wonderful Conference as this.
I feel so lifted up that I almost forget that I
am black— ‘pears like as if I dunno whether

¥m black or not. I have been insulted in
this city on account of my color, though you
have received me like Christian gentlemen.
(Applause.) But I don’t think my color
makes any difference t6 God. (Applause.)
Well, brethren, I come to you as a child
of God, having got the blessing of salvation
sixty-cight years ago, 'way down thar in the
Sonth. Ab, it was daik then. No privileges
then. 1t was ten o’clock at might. It was
over the fence, away to the woods, one
mile, two mile, five mile, ten mile,

TO HEAR ABOUT JESUS.

I became his child. Aud it has been better
a!l the time since, Better as I grow older.
This is the happiest ‘day of my life. The
way has often been rough and dark 1 have
had a circuit of one hundred miies to travel
with my legs for a horse (laughter), getting
$100 a year with a large family to keep,
often withont food for a whole day at a time,
but I loved my dark brethren, and I went
amongst them, and did what you cannot do,
—1I unlocked the door of their hearts with a
key which you could never get, and I sowed
the seed there (loud applause). It was hard
work, but I had the marching orders from
the Master (applause).

‘“Now, my mind travels back to the dark
days when there was not a spot in North
America where the black man was free;
and I think of my own early days, butif 1
once begin, I'd keep you too long. (Cries of
‘No.” ‘vo.” ‘Tell us abont your slavery days,
ete.’) ‘Well, then, everything was dark
and we heard that in Canada there was free-
dom for the slave, I thought

CANADA WAS BEHIND THE SUN,
(Laughter.) Ididn’t know the east from
the west, the north from the south. BatI
got there and I was free. (Loud applause)
I put myself under the paw of the British
lion (prolonged applanse), and when you're
under the paw of the lion, and he givesa
growl at your enemies, you're safe. The
Queen of England—(30d bless her—(‘“Amen”)
the best woman that ever wore a crown
or swayed asceptre (loud applanse)—the
Queen of Engllng meets the negro the mom-
ment he touches British soil—(prolonged ap-
plause and great enthusiasm)—and that's
why I'm here to-day (Applause.) They
wanted to transfer us to the American
Church, but this country and this Govern-
ment are good enough for me. (Applause.)
You made a greatunion some time ago.
God prosper it. You did not take us in,
(Laughter.) Waeare still willing to be taken
in—upon conditions. We would want to
have our own Cooference and our own rules,
for you could not manage that. (Laughter.)
But we

PREACH THE SAME GOSPEL,

we have the same ordinances, and I hope to
live to see the day (for I'm as strongas I
ever wag, and didn’t Enoch walk with God
for 300 years?) when we ehall be one in
name as we are one in faith.,” (This was re
ceived in significant silence.) ‘‘Our charch
is cot a great charch, but all the same we
dou’t want you sodrag us into a union, We
are doing a work for God and preaching a
free salvation; and if there never be a union
here on earth, I expect to meet President
Carman in heaven, where we will shake
hands and say as we see all the members of
our churches on the eternal shore. ‘We
helped to bring these toJesus.” Thank God
for the happy thought. (Loud applause.)
I was on the mountain to-day, but l1npever
was nearer heavec than this moment. Deep
down in my soul I thank youn for the way
you have received me.” (Loud applause)

The Bishop’s companion followed, and
when he sat down Dr. Douglas rose and
said, “We want to hear Bishop IHawkins
sing.” (“Yes,” *“Yes,” “Sing,” etc)

“Will Bishop Hawkins siog, ‘I'a Re-
deemed ?” said Dr. Douglas.

¢1f I can get the key,” said the Bishop
amidet laughter, *I1'll sing ‘Nearer My
Home.”” He got the key and his soft rich
voice put a croouing lilt into the music, and
he closed his eyes, and gently swayed his
body, and waved his arms, and abandoned
himself to an ecstatic emotion, which
reached every heart in the Conference.

*‘Sing the chorus,” said the Bishop. *‘We
can all sing it, for aren’t we all going to the
same heavenly home? We may never meet
on earth again—

“1'm nearer my home,
I’in- nearer my home,
I'm nearer my home to-day,

I'm nearer my home, where Jesus has gone
I'mnezrer my home to day.”

“If I should live & thonsand years
I'm nearer my home to-day.”
te., ete.

The Chairman took off his spectacles and
sang it Tho venerable Dr. MoMullen
found himeelf singing and swaying with the
rhythm; about five hundred voices, above
and below, sang thac chorus with a volume,
and energy, and feeling that swept every
tittle of the conventional clean out into the
street.

“Now I’ll sing,” said the Bishop, *‘‘On
my way, to Canada.’ This is the earthly
home. But it was heaven to me in the old
days, and maoy a time this song cheered
my hesrt, for it seemed to anticipate
heaven.”

“On My Way to Canada” repressnts the
slave flying from the bloodhounds. He fl
through wood and maish, until, oa the
other side of the lake, he sees the Queen of
England standing with outstretched arms to
receive him. The bishop put his whole soul
into this'piece. A tide of emotion swept
over him which glorified his poor old black
wrinkled face, his eyes became lustrous, his
lips trembled; he raised himself, held his
hands over his head, aud sang with extra-
ordinary energy —

“I'm on my way to Canada
‘Where the colored man is free.”

The contagion spread over the house-
Roar after roar of applause burat from the
Conference. - ‘'Twas a thrilling scene,

“I move that we take up a collection for
Brother Hawkins.” said Dr. Douglas, “A
collection,” *“a ecollegtion,” was thy cry.
“*Well get the hat going,” said the chairman
wiping his eyes.  **A collection,” he con-
tivued, “isa wonderful cooling process,”
(Laughter.) .

But that collection amounted to $92, and
every man and woman in the house put some-
thing into the hat.

Dr. Donglas wanted tohear *“I'm redeem-
ed,” but the Bishop found he couldn’t sin$
it. Bro. Wioter sang *‘the Land of Beulah,”
He has a high tcnor: and the Bishop came
in now and then with a soft lilting tone,

The Conference passed a resolution expres-
sing its interest in the British Episcopal
Mcthodist church, and the colored delegates

withdrew.
