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AQUATICI MATTRESSES MADE OVER.■

THE HANLAN-ROS9 RACE).■ (Peter Clinch In Montreal Star.)
talk about acquatics,” 

said Peter Clinch, secretary of the New 
Brunswick Fire Underwriters’ Associa­
tion, and one of the best known sport­
ing men In the province, "when you 
talk about aquatics, there Is one event 
that on account of the tragedy which 
marks its close stands above all others 
In the history of the St. John river. 
That event was the race between the 
Paris and the Tyne crew. In which 
Renforth died, I saw the great race, 
but Elijah Ross, who was one, of the 
winning crew should describe it to you.

“Let me tell you something about 
another race which also had a drama­
tic ending, which was a comedy ra­
ther than a tragedy, but which aroused 
deep interest here.

“Away back In 1876, Wallace Ross, 
one of our St. John boys, 
good oarsman, and In that summer he 
raced on the Kennebeccasls with Bray- 
ley, defeating him without much dif­
ficulty. You must follow these prelim­
inaries in order to grasp the situation 
which aroused such widespread Inter­
est here.

“That same season the centennial ex­
position was held In Philadelphia and 
Brayley went there. He entered a 
sculling race in which there were about 
fifteen» competitors, nd by a magnlficl- 
cent struggle succeeded In finishing a 
close second to Hanlan, who won the 
championship.

“Brayley came back to St. John, and 
as his supporters felt that he was 
able to beat anything in Canada an­
other race was arranged between him 
and Ross. In the race Brayley got a 
little out of his course, having mis­
taken Ross’ stake boat for his own, 
and was defeated, but not so badly 
that his friends were left without 
hope.

Now you see Ross had twice beat­
en Brayley, and the latter had almost 
equalled- Hanlan. The great point there­
fore was to settle the supremacy of 
Hanlan and Ross. The race took place 
on the Kennebeccasls In 1878, and was 
witnessed by thousands, 
great excitement, for of course while 
everyone wanted to see the local man 
do well, Hanlan had by perfect skill 
been forcing his way to the front rank 
of oarsmen. It was a four mile course, 
two miles with a turn. I was In the 
judge’s boat and kept abreast of them. 
They went at a terrific pace and the 
first mile was covered, in what was 
up till then, the best time ever made.
