The unfortunate man was four
Alfred Orr and John Stultz, two I,
R. employ who we en route to
their homes in Lev ille and Sunny
Brae from work, Shortly before Gayne
was found Sweeney's east bound
freight passed over the road, and i
{s thought the man was run over by
this train.

Orr and Stultz feaving work between
five and six rode on Sweeney's freight
as far as Church street crossing and
then jumped off, walking the rest ol
the way totheir homes, Upon thels
arjjfal at Hall's %W
found Gayne lytn‘# 6 "ihe track
in a fearfully mangléd condition, but
lite not quite extinct. Both legs anc
one arm were cut off, while the head
and: face were cut and the body
bruised.

An incoming train wae stopped 'for
the purpose of bringing Gayne to théd
hospital, but before he could be pick-
ed up life had become extinet and
coroner and undertaker were summon-
ed.

Lying in the ditch heside the track
with a broken shoulder was Gayne's
dog which had also been struck by the
train.

Just how Gayne came to be on the
track at that hour in the mor ing
cannot be ertained. He was in
Moncton yesterday and had been
drinking. - He went out to his home
in Sunny Brae on the ten o'clock
train in company with his daughter.
He accompanied her home, but after
this the family appear to know little
of how he came to be on the railway
track where he was found. It is sup-
posed, however, Gayne, after remain
ing home for a time, started back to
Moncton accompanied by his dog.
would appear from the condition i
which he was found that he was
either sitting or lying on the tracli
when struck, and w caught by the
wheels, as otherwise, if he had been
struck by the engine pilot he would
have likely been thrown from the
track. Th theory is strengthened
by the fact that no train has repor
ed striking a man, and so far no mar
of blood have been found on tha
engine or cars to indicate just which
train ran over him.

When found Gayne had working
clothes on, showing that after going
home at ten o'clock he changed his
clothes ,and started back for town
His family say he had been in the
babit of setting an alarm clock and
getting up and going out to work.
The I. C.' R. officials say there were
many trains on the road during the
morning, and the belief is Gayne was
killed between three and five, probab-
iy by the night express or spe t;lt

The deceased was 49 year ~age,
and is survived by his wife, twe
daughters and a son. One of the
daughters is Mrs. Llewly Butler, Sun
ny Brae. Dr. R. L. Botsford, coroner,
on being notified of the tragedy, en»
panelled a jury, and after viewing
remains at Tuttle’s morgue adjourned
tilt ten tomorrow, when an inquest
will be held. A sister, Mrs, Phinney
and a brother, Bdward Gayne, reside
in St. John; another brother, William
jives at Gallagher Ridge, while two
others, John and Benny, are in New
York.

Announcement”

BEREAVEMENT OR
WAR WILL PREVENT

Understood King and
President of United
States wil! Meet at Ni-
agara Falls— To Open
Toronto Exhibition.

New York, pril 27.—The Brooklyn
Bagle's London correspondent, under
date of April 12th, writes as follows:

“l am able to announce definitely
that King George will visit Canada in
1914. Only some such unexpected
event ag a Huropean war involving
England, or a family bereavement,
will prevent this trip taking place.

The King and his advisers .are
taking pains to keep the proposed
visit secret as they are afraid that the
Canadians may be disappointed.
A meeting between King George and
President Wilson at Niagara Falls may
be nged in the near future. .

ng George has intimated his will-
ingness to open the Toronto exhibition
in August, 1914, and preparations for
this evest are already being made in
English court circles.

First King to Visit Us.

“It will be the first time that any
King of England has visited Canada.
It is hoped that the Queen will ac-
company the King, but nothing is yet
definitely settled as regards this. The

{ Prince: of - Wales is guita. likely .to

be with his father on this interesting
trip.

“In Canadian circles here a visit
from the King has long been anticipat-
ed. When Lord Grey was Governor
General powerful representation w
made as to the desire of the Canadian’]
people to see in person the King, and
the appointment of the Duke of Con-
naught as Governor General
no small degree, due to the Roya
preciation of this sentiment.

“It is understood that the Duke of
Connaught has cordially endorsed that
earnest solicitation of the .Capadian
government and people to which the
King has now accorded, so far as his
plans can be arranged in advance.

Would Get Great Welcome.

Lord Strathcona, the veteran high
Irnmmissinnnr of Canada, sald yester-
id No people of the Empire are
| more loyal, or more attached to the
| King than are the Canadians. His Ma-
jesty Peceived evidence of this in
1899 when the Boer war broke out.
Should the King go now, or at any
subsequent time, it would be impos-
sible for him to receive a finer wel-
come in any part of the world than in
Canada.

“As the yacht races for the Ameri-
ca’s cup take place in September, 1914
there is just a chance that the King
on hig return trip home, may be a spec-
tator of Sir Thomas Lipton's fourth
attempt to lift the cu It has been
suggested that the ship on which the
King will make the trip to Canada,
should be diverted to Sandy Hook, It
is not likely that the King would go
ashore at New York, but, if it can be
suitably arranged, he would be glad
to see one or two-of the races for
the America’s cup.

During the King’s absence from Eng-
land the royal prerogatives will be
vested in a commission similar to that
which was appointed when he went to
India to receive the homage of his
subjects in that empire. For reasons of
state it may be decided that the Prince
of Wales stay in England while his
father is abroad. This trip to Canada
is only the forerunner of others. It is
King George's ambition to be the first
king to visit not only Canada, but al-
so Australia and South Africa,

Demands Immediate Evacuation of Scutari and Threatens
Aggressive Action as Alternative—Germany Suppgri ng

Austrian View—Powers

London, April 28.—According to a re-
port published in Berlin an Austrian
naval division has left Trieste with
ten thousand troops with the inten-
tion of occupying Antivari, Dulcigno,
and Sangiovanni, Medua and advanc-
ing against Cettinje.

The Strassberger Post asserts that
the German emperor has received a
telegram to the effect that the Aus-
trians have already entered Montene:
gro. This possibly is premature, but
little doubt is now felt that Austria is
determined to act alone unless the
ambassadorial conference at London on
Monday resolves upon European ac.
tion.

A Strong Statement.

Vienna, April 27.—~The official Frem-
denblatt, discussing Scutari says: “If
Austria-Hungary is to be really tran-
quilized the great powers rust not
stop at a platonic declaration of their
unanimous intentions; they must con.
vert their good will into deeds without
delay.

Washington, Apr —Both in set
speecheg and ¢ sgion, speakers at
today's meeting of the American So-
ciety of International Law, maintain-
ed that the ted S was under 3
moral as well as international obliga-
tion to submit the Panama Canal tolls
controversy to arbitration. It was
also held by several of the speakers
that Congress should at once repeal
the tolls exemption act and submit the
subject to diplomatic negotiation

Hannig Taylor, former minister to
Spain; declared that upon the settle-
ment of the controver hinged the
century-old friendship etween the
United States and Great Britain, and
urged an earnest plea to Congress to
repeal the tol act to permit diplo-
matic negotiations for an amicable
adjustment of the question.
