iCollen Fell Out of Canoe and
Young Fulton Went to Res-

Locked in each other's arms, with
the joyous shouts of hundreds of pic-
nickers echoing through the trees
about them, Sidney Fulton, aged 15,
gon of Willlam Fulton, of 42 Water
street, Carleton, and William Collen,
aged 18, son of Francis Colien, watch
man op the dredge Cynthia, went to a
wateey grave about six o'clock last
evening in the Nerepfs Stream, near
Lingley, in front of the residence of
Robert Magee.

The tragedy which has bereaved two
homes is also the story of & boy's
heroic endeavor to save a comrade
from death, giving his own young life
in a futile effort to rescue his com-
panion, !

Happy in anticipation of a day's
pleasure, thé two boys left their
homes yesterday morning. Together
they started on their day's outing;
together they fought for their lives in
the waters of the Nerepis, the young
Fulton lad giving up his life for his
friend. Side by side at nightfall their
bodies were brought back to their
homes, a tragic ending to the day
which dawned for them such a happy
outlook.

The two boys left home yesterday
morning, and joined the train which
conveyed the members of the Char-
lotte Street Baptist church to West-
fleld for the annual outing of the Sun-
day schoo), Although not members of

unfortunate lads, and' the two boys

took advantage of the excursion fare
to enjoy a day in the country.
A Heroic Attempt.

According to the story told by those
who witnessed the tragedy, the boys
jeft the picnic grounds at Westfield
Beach in the afternoon and went to

" Lingley. One of the boys, Sidney

Fulton, went in bathing while the

Collen lad was drifting idly near the

ghore in a canoe. The canoce in which

the Collen lad was sitting suddenly up-
get. According to those who happen-
ed to be within sight of the accident
the boy was not rocking the craft at
the time, and apparently simply over-
balanced it and was thrown into the
water. The young Fulton lad had
finished his swim by this time and was
dressing on a float nearby. Seeing his
comrade’'s plight, he never hesitated

& moment but plunged into the water

and swam to his friend’s help.

Unfortunately, at the time there
were only some boys near the scene
and no grown up people to go to the
assistance of the boys. Young Fulton
reached his struggling companion and
for a few moments held him afloat.
The drowning boy, however, grasped
his rescuer, the latter's movements
were hampered, and in a few moments
both sank from sight in eleven feet
of water.

Frantic Watchers Saw Drowning.

Meantime the 'boys on the beach,
unable to render aid to the two lads
fighting for their lives in the water,
watched in hopes that the brave young
rescuér would succeed in his effort
to bring his companion safely to
shore, and when ghey sank from sight
thought that they would come to the
surface again. But when after a few
minutes neither appeared above_the
water, the youthful witnesses of the
tragedy were terror stricken and hur-
ried for help.

One of the lads rushed to the pic-
nic grounds at ‘Westfield where hun-
dreds of children and grown-ups, uhn-
conscious of the tragedy which was
being enacted within a mile or so,
were enjoying themselves. The bear-
or of the sad tidings spread the alarm

HAS PROVED REMEDY’S
VALUE IN LAZARETTO.

wo Patients Discharged Cured
During Year and Others
Showed Much Improvement
After Treatment,

Ottawa, July 17.—That the drgad
disease of leprosy is curable is shown
in a statement made by Dr. Langis,
medical superintendent of t Laza-
retto at Tracadie, N, B, to the public
health department here. Two patients
who were at the early stage of leprosy
have been discharged during the past
year from the Lazaretto after treat-
ment from Dr. Deyeke's Nastin Thesa.
by followed since May, 1911,

Dr. Langis had at first fifteen pa-
tients to treat and gave between thirty
six and eixty-eight injections of nae-
tin to each. With this, as with any
other treatment, a few patients at-
tributed intercurrent illness to its use,
and refused it, after a few injections.
Generally the patient suffers from ten
to thirty minutes. from the burnirg

this abates he has a general
tion of warmgh, feels stimulated and
stronger.

With mostly all patients there is an
elevation of temperature for a few
hours after the injection, which varies
from one to two degrees.

Two Patients Cured,

Old anaesthetic caseg are very little
helped by pnastin, but tw patients
were' discharged at the early £tage of
the type of leprosy. One, a man of
thirty-nine, left a year ago, he received
only twenty injections of nastin, 1le
has been visited twice since, and he
remains well. The other case, a man
of sixty-seven, left in November last.
He had received eixty injections. Dr.
Langis saw him recently and found
him in good health, free from the dis-
eagse. Both hdd been taken the old
treatment, chaulmoogra oil, strych-
nine, etc.

Another case of mixed leprosy is so
much improved that Dr. Langis has
great hopes to discharge bim in the
near future. d

With five nodular cases there has
béen, for a certain time, arrest of the
leprous process with some retrogres-
sion of the leprous symptoms. Three
of these are certainly better today, the
two others are in the last stage of the
disease,

The patients are supplied with musi-
cal instruments and some games to
help them pass away the time and di-
vert their thoughts from themselves.

They are taking advantage of these
amusements and seem Lo enjoy them.
The sisters make every effort to con-
tribute to their physical and moral
comfort and respond to many calls by
day and night.

Twenty-one In Lazaretto.

There are at present in the lazaretto
at Tracadie, N. B, twenty-one patients,
eleven males and ten females. Seven-
teen of these are of French-Canadian,
two of English, one of Icelandic. and
one of Russian origin.

No deaths and no admissions occur-
red during the year. The leper lazar-
etto at. Darcy Island, B.C., was used
during the year for accommodation of
fcur Chinese lepers while awaiting de-
portation unedr the immigration regu-
lations. The death of one of these men
oceurred at Darcy Island, the other
three cases were deported to China.

leper mission hospital at Canton and
given money enough to pay for their
stay there for some months.

Canadian Liberals Deprived
Britain of Help on Which
She Had Depended.

BRITISH TAXPAYERS
MUST BEAR BURDEN.

Three Ships - of This Year’s
Programme Will.be Hasten-
ed to Provide Temporary Re-
lief~——Motherland Still Hopes
For Canadian Assistance.

London, July 17— (Through Reu-
ter's Agency).—The Right, Hon, Wins-
ton @hurchill, First Lord of the
Admiralty, in making his statement in
the House of Commons this after-
noon on the shipbuilding estimates,
dealt at the outset with the question
of the use of oil as fuel in the navy.
He safd that there were now built
and building more than one hundred
destroyers, solely dependent upon oil,
for fuel. One of his earliest inquiries
to the Admiralty was directed to the
subject of oil supply, and it has been
found that no difficulty was experi-
enced in buying oil.

The great advantage which the
liquid possessed in solving the prob-
lem of our naval designs wag that it
made it possible to obtain vessels of
a very high speed as compared with
their dimensions.

All those advantages were enjoyed
equally by other nations, using liquid
fuel, but there would be one special
advantage possessed by the strongest
fleet, namely, that it would not be
obliged to leave the high sea to re-
plenish its fuel supplies.

Mr. Churchill, continuing, empha-
sized the importance of liquid fuel, In
regard to the latest battleships and
fast, light cruisers, the Admiralty had

e whole, fleld: of |¢;
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peated this year, but five of the bat-
tleships of this program were to be
coal-burning with oil as an auxiliary.
Ofl was only required when excep-
tional speed was needed. Coal was
thus possible for line of battleships
and this was convenient in view of
the high price of oil. g o

THE SHIPBUILDING PROGRAMME.

Turning to the shipbuilding pro-
gramme, Mr. Churchill said that ear-
lier in the season he had dealt fully
with Anglo-German relations, and had
no reason to modify in any respect
what he had then sald. He must,
however, refer to the question of
overseas responsibility. Apart from
the question of safety in home waters
he had no new facts to report. Re-
garding the Mediterranean there were
no doubt, new programmes under
discussion in Italy and Austria; but
he knew facts making it necessary
to alter the British naval programme.
He did not think anything would. oc-
cur in the Mediterranean this autumn
requiring to be dealt with in advauce
of the regular programme.

“Of course, the relief given us by the
mere acceleration of ships is only
temporary but the effect of this new
construction is to raise the margin at
our disposal for seven or eight months
from the end of 1916 and at the begin-
ning of 1916 to the same level as
would have been exacted had the Cau-
adian Naval Aid bill passed. But af-
ter that period is past the absence of
acceleration will be absorbed and the
difficulty of the shortage with which
we are confronted, will recur.

“By mext year, however, it is prob-
able that the Canadian situation will
have defined itself and we shall be in
a better position to judge whether
farther  acceleration of next
year's ships or alternatively, direct
addition to our programme will
forced upon us.

Ottawa, July 17.—Following upon an
investigation recently made into the
conditions attending the manufacture
of ammunition at the government ar-
senal at Quebec, it is understood that
Colonel Gaudet, superintendent of the
arsenal will be granted leave of ab-
sence until the report of the commis-
slon appointed to investigate into the
Dominion arsenal has been considered,
when he will be superannuated.
Meantime it is understood that Ma:or
Lafferty, Quebec City, will be appoint-
ed as Colonel Gaudet's successor In
the managenient of the factory.

Major Lafferty is a distinguished
officer, having had two years’' train-
ing in the ordnance work in England
speclally fitting him for his new posi-
tion, He also served with the Royal
Canadian Regiment in South Africa
as transport officer.

It is also likely that Major Panet,
first assistant to Col. Gaudet in the ar-
senal, will return to his ordnance

corps here In the capitol and that
Major Weatherbee, of Halifax, a Cana-
dian highly trained in Woolwich, will
succeed him.

“While the contents of the report of
the commission in the arsenal have
not been made public it is understood
that 12,000,000 rounds of ammunition,
worth $400,000, will have to be des-
troyed.

There was also evidence of chronic
omach trouble. They believed death
was due to heart failure, the accelen
aling factor being over exertion o»
extreme emotion. The application of
violence to a person so afflicted might
be very serious. Both doctors agreec
that the sitting of the prisoner on
the old man's breast as described by
previous witnesses would be a seric
ous matter,

The only witness for the defence
was the prisoner himself who told the
story of driving from Souris to Lake
ville with a fisherman named Mac
Donald whe boarded at the Mcinnis
home. They were drinking lhefore
they h’fl' and brought out five bottles
of Jamaica rum for the other fisher-
men. The prisoner said he walked
into Gillian McInnis’s bedroom in or-
dfw to chat with the old man and giye
him a drink. The latter refused and
he dragged him out on the floor. He
denied the story of the Mclnnis wo
men that he t on the old man and
also dragged him out of bed twice,
He charged Gallian with spreading
alse reports about him and the de

) ne very angry, calling the
pnsqners wife and her family a pack
of liars. At this the prisoner shook
the old man several times.
