New York, June 30.—War refugees
from Italy are bringing to this country
germs which are fresh and especially
virulent and are responsible for the
present outbreak of infantile paralysis
in this city, in the opinion of expert
bacteriologists of the municipal health
department., Fortysix new cases de-
veloped over night and today nearly
800 infants are victims of the disease.

Dr. Haven Emerson, health commis-
siomer, received a telegram today
from Dr, Rupert Biue, of the United
States Bureau of Public Health Ser-
vice in Washington, urging him to
communicate with American consuls in
Italy, and with the Italian government
with a view to preventing emigration
of persons infected. Immigration
officials here have been warned to ex-
