It
is claimed that timber thus treated is
ready for use a few weeks after it is
felled, and is harder, gtronger, more
homogeneous; easier to work, and less
warped by moisture than timber which
hes been seasoned by the ordinary air-
drying’ ‘process.—Industrial Engincering.
