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The other Gunners that were there, 1 understand, heat 
it et the start, n’itb. Gunners around they could have de­
tailed two or three or even four to fall in and take the 
nan to the Guard Boom, rather than take it Upon themselves.

In closing I would like to say that I don't think that 
either of those N.C.O'a were justified in any manner, in 
laying a hand on this man here. They mishandled the case 
throughout.
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
